CHAPTER XXVIL

An ACT probibiting the Commiffioners of the re-
Jpective Counties of this Commonwealth from fell«
ing, for a limited time, unfeated Lands for
7 axes. <

HEREAS by the A&, entitled ¢ An Aét,

Y o raife and collet county rates and le-
vies,”” pafled April the eleventh, orie thoufand
feven hundred and ninety-nine, the commiffio-
ners of .the refpetive counties, are authoriéed
under
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vnder certain provifions, - to -fell unfeated lands
for taxes : And whereas, fuch fales are likely
to be detrimental to the interefts of this Comi.
monwealth, in as much, as confiderable por-
tions of land are liable to be fold by the com-
miflioners aforefaid, upon which the Common-
wealth have liens, and of which lands, it is not
“yet praéticable to furnifh the county commiffio-
ners with adequate defcriptions, in order to ena-
ble them to make the neceffary difcriminations :
Therefore,

Seltion 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the Commoniwealth of
Pennfylvania, in General Aflembly met, and it
is bereby emacted by the authority of the fame,
That the commiffioners of the feveral counties
'of this Commonwealth, refpetively be, and

pcndcdfnronc they are hereby required, to fufpend for the

term of one year, from and after the pafling of
this aét, the further fales of unfeated lands, for
taxes, w1th1n this Commonwealth.
