HEREAS it appears_to the legiflature,
U b that John Brady, late of Northumber-
land county, deceafed, was appointed captain
in the twelfth l’ennfylvama regiment, com-
manded by colonel William Cooke ; in which prramscs.

feven hundred and feventy-eight, when he ob-
tained leave of abfence, for the purpofe of
affifting and defending his family againft the
incurfions of the Indians, then committing de~
predations in the 1ettlement, where they re.
fided ;

Be it enafled by the Senate and
Houje of Reprefentatives of the Commarwealth of
Pennfylvania, in Gener-l Affembly met, and it is
hereby enalled by the authority of the fame, That
the officers of the land-office be, and they here-
