CHAPTER LXXXL \
An ACT for the Relicf of Elizabeth Febigen
(W 7HEREAS by an ad of Affembly, pif-

fed the eleventh day of April one thou-.

fand feven hundred and ninety-three, the fum
of ten thoufand pounds was granted to the
Pennfylvania hofpital, out of the fund arifing
- from the loan-office of the twenty-fixth day of
February one thoufand feven hundred and fe-
venty-three, which the managers of that imfti-
tution were authorifed to colle€t.  And where-
as thé faid managers employed a certain Philip
Reiley to colle@ the faid monies, and Chriftian
Tebiger entered into a bond for the good be-
-havior of the {aid Philip Reiley. And whereas
‘thefuid Philip Reiley, after having colle&ed
feveral fums of this money, convetted the fame
-to his own ufe and abfconded. And whereas
the faid managers of the Pennfylvania hofpital,
‘have obtained judgment in the {upreme court
againft Llizabeth Febiger, the execurrix of the
laft wiil and teftament of Chriltian Febiger,
deceafed, for the fum of five thoufand three
hundred and thirty-one dollars and thirty-fix
cents upon the faid bend ; and as it is fuggeil-
ed, that a confiderable part of the faid fum of
five thoufand three hundred and thirty-one dol-
Iars and thirty-fix cents, will be conung to the
ftate as a balance colletted from the faid loan-
office fund after fatisfying the faid grant to the
FPennfylvania holpital ; and 1t is fuggelted that
fundry errors have arifen in the faid accounts,
to the prejudice of the {aid Elizabeth Febiger.
And whereas it appears that the faid Elizabeth
Febiger, at an early period, and long before
‘the {aid- Reiley abfconded, informed the faid
managers and the attorney-general, that lhe
fufpetied Reiley of improper condudt, and ve-
quelted
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quefted that the faid Reiley fhould be difcharg.
ed from the further coliefion of the faid monies,
and the eftate of Chriftian Febiger relieved
from the future refponftbility of the faid bond :

and which thall be exhibited againft the ftate
by the faid executrix, and fhall appear to have
been paid and difburfed by Chriftian Febiger,
late itate-trealurer, as clerk-hire, under the di-
