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CHAPTER CXIL

An ACT to authorife Fames M*Farlane, David
Bosven, funior, and David Bowen of Samuel,
of Montgomery townfhip, Franklin county, to
make partition of the real ¢ftate of Facob Fobn,
decenfed, among the devifees of the faid }’acab
Fobn, and their defcendants.

HEREAS Jacob John of Bedford coun-
ty, farmer, by his lalt will and tefla-
ment duly executed, bearing date the fourteenth
day of July, one thoufand feven hundred and
eighey-fix, did devife his whole lands (two acres
only excepted), with all the improvements
thereof, after his widow’s deceale, or marrying
again, unto his feven children, to be equally
divided, namely; David, Margaret, Jacob, Da-
niel, Samuel, Jofeph and Benjamin to be theirs,
and their heirs and afligns for ever, only allow-
ing a double fhare to his eldeft fon David in the
divifion thereof: And whereas after making the
faid Will the faid Jacob John died, feized of fe~
veral tradts or parcels of land then in Bedford,
now in Franklin county, containing in the
whole three hundred and forty acres, leaving
iffue the feven children aforefaid, the faid Wil]
remaining unrevoked and in full force: And
whereas after the death of the fald Jacob John,
- the faid Margaret intermarried with Owen Da-
vid, and afterwards died, leaving four children
who are ftill in their minority, and Samuel died
without iffue, and the faid Benjamin is ftill a
minor. And whereas under thefe circum-
ftances doubts are entertained, whether by the
exifting laws of this Commonwealth, partition
can be made of the faid real eftate among the
feveral perfons entitled thereto, by reafon where-
of the faid David John, Daniel John, Jofeph
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John, and Jacob Zimmerman, affighee of Jacob
John, have applied to the Legiflature, praying
that David John, David Bowen, jun. and David
Bowen of Samuel, or other fit perfons may be
appointed, to aft in behalf of the aforefaid mi-
nors, in dividing the real eftate aforefaid of the
teftator, agreeably to the tenor of his Will,
impowered to make and execute deeds of parti-
tion, and to receive like deeds in truft for the
ufe of the mirs, or to fell and convey theit
thares of the faid eftate, if they fhould think it
moft conducive to the intereft of the minors,
they fecuring the money for the minors with
intereft: Therefore,

Seftion 1. Be it enalted by the Senate and

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and to allot the fame to fuch of the perfons en-
titled to the faid real eftate,” agreeing to receive
the fame, as they fhall think proper, or to allot
the whole to one of the parties of full age, the
perfon or perfons receiving the fame paying or
fecuring to be paid to the others, a proportion-
able fum of money, or if no divifion can be
made without injury to the whole, and all the
perfons interefted thall refufe to take the fhares,
or to take the whole and fecure the payment of
the fums of money due to the others, then, for
and on behalf, and in the name of the faid mi-
nors to agree upon, and make fale of the whole
by public auétion, for the beft price that can be
got for the fame, fecuring the payment of the
faid minors fhares of the money in manner
hereinafter direfted: And they are hereby au-
thorifed and impowered upon partition or fale
made .as aforefaid, to make deeds and convey-
ances of the faid minors intereft in the f2id land,
and to do all other a&ts neceflary for carrying
into effeét the powers given by this aét, as fully
and effectually as the minors could do if they
were of full age, and perfonally alting in the
bufinefs. :

CHAPTER CXIUIL

Au ACT ¢nabling certain Truftzes to fell and con-
. wey the real efiate of Enoch Griffeth, a Lunatic.

HEREAS it appears by the proceedings
had in the court of Common Pleas of
the county of Chefter, that a certain Enoch
Griffeth, of the faid county, has been adjudged
a lunatic, and that John Hambleton and Jofeph
Sharp, were by faid court appointed truftees,
to take care of the perfon and eftate of the faid
Enoch Griffeth : And whereas the faid truftees
have reprefented to the Legiflature, that his real
eftate is in want of repairs, and confequently
unprodudlive; that if repaired it would not rent
for a fum fufficient to maintain the faid lunatic
and repay the intereft of the monies, which muft
neceflarily be borrowed to make the {2id repairs;
and that it would be more for the intereft of the
faid lunatic and his heirs, that the faid eftate
thould be fold: Therefore,
