his thigh, that at the same time he was made a prisoner, and
remained a prisoner for a considerable length of time, that after
his exchange, though disabled from the wounds aforesaid, yet
he enlisted again into the regiment commanded by colonel
Humpton in the Pennsylvama line, for and during the war, and
continued in the service until the termination thereof; that from
