To amPnd sections two, fourteen and twenty of an act, approved 
the seventh day of June, Anno Domini one thousand ninP hun­
dred and fiftPen (Pamph!Pt Laws, nine hundred), Pntit!Pd "An 
act to providr for the immediate rrgistration of all births anil 
deaths throughout the Commonwc>alth of Prnnsylvania, by mPans 
of certificatPa of births an\] deaths, and bnrial or rrmoval iwr­
mits: rPquiring prompt returns to thP c .. ntral Bm·pan of Vhal 
Statistics, as required to bP establishPd by thP StatP DPpart­
ment of Hralth: and, in order to s<'cure prompt and faithful 
registration of births, marriages, <lPaths, and disPases, of practi­
thncrs of medicine and surgPry, of midwives. nurses, and nndPr­
takers, and of all persons whose occupation is <kemrd to be of 
importance in obtaining complrte rPgistration of births, dNtths, 
marriages, and disPases throughout the State, as provid1•d in 
section ten of an 11ct, entit!Pd 'An act creating the Departmrnt 
of Health and defining its powers and duties,' approved the 
twenty-seventh <lay of April, ninetPen hundrPd and five, and 
11roviding penalties fer violations of this act." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., ''J'hat section two of an 
act, approved the seventh day of Jnne. Anno Domini 
one thonsaml nine hunilred and fifteen (Pamphlet 
Laws, nine lrnndl'erl), entitled "An act to provide for 
the immediate registration of all births and rle~,ths 
throughout the Commonwealth of Penn~ylvania, hy 
meam; of certificates of hirth8 and death8, and burial 
or removal permits; rerp1iring prompt returns to the 
Central Bmeau of Vital Rtatistics, ns reqnired to- be 
established by the Rtate Department of Health; and, 
in order to seeure prompt and faithful registration of 
births, marriages, deatlrn. and diseases. of practitioners 
of medicine and snrgery, of midwi1'es, nnrses, and 
nn<lertnker8, and of all persons whose occupation is 
deemed to be of importance in ohtaining complete 
registrntion of hirths, deaths. marriages and dispases 
throughout the State, as provided in section ten of an 
act, entitled 'An act creating the Department of Health, 
and defining its powers and duties,' approved -the 
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twenty-seventh day of April, nineteen hundred and five,
