LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 168. 
AN ACT 

To nmcnd section one of the net, npproved the twenty-fourth day 
of March, one t:10usnnd nine hundred and three (Pamphlet Laws, 
fifty-one), entitled ';An act providing for the mnnner of nppoint­
ment of assessors, for the pur:Jose of valuation of property, in 
counties containing a population of cne million two hundred and 
fifty thousand or over"; applying said act to counties of the first 
class; and providing for the appointment of assessors without 
regard to party affiliation. 
Section 1. Be it enacted,, &c., That section one of the 

act, approved the twenty-fourth day of March, one 
thousand nine hundred and three (Pamphlet Laws, 
fifty-one), entitled "An act providing for the man­
ner of appointment of assessors, for the purpose of 
valuation of :;iroperty, in counties containing a "pop­
ulation of one million two hundred and fifty thousand 
or over," which reads as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter asses­
sessors for the purpose o:f valuation of property, in 
counties containing a population, of one million two 
hundred aqid fifty thoi1sand, or over, shall be appoint­
ed by the body acting as a board of revision .of taxes 
of the proper county. Said appointments shall be made 
so that the political party polling a majority of the 
votes in any of said counties shall have a representation 
therein to the e.xtent of 01w half of the total number of 
such assessors in such coHnty, and all other qualified 
voters not belonging to the majority shall be repre­
sented in said appointments by the other half of the 
said total number. In the division of said counties in­
to assessment districts, and the assignment of assessors 
to dnty therein, the respective boards of revision of 
taxes of such counties shall assign to each of said as­
sessment districts one a8sessor appointed from the 
majority party, a.nd one appointed from among all 
the other qualified voters not belonging to the majority 
party: ProviC:ed, 'l.'hat this ·act shall not affect the terms 
of the present assessors in said counties," is hereby 
amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereatfter asses­
sors for the purpose of valuation of property in coun­
ties of the first class shall be appointed by the body 
acting as a board of revision of taxes of the proper 
county. Said appointments shall be made by said 
board 1citho1d regard to the political party affiliatinns 
of such assessors. In the division' of said counties into 
assessment districts and the assignment of assessors 
to duty therein, the respective boards of revision of 
taxei:; of such counties shall assign to eac'h of said 
assessment districts two assessors: Provided, That this 
act shall not affect the terms of the present assesso·rs 
in said counties.
