'l'hat, upon the proper order of the i;mid court, the clerk 
aforesaid shall be required to 1pay, to the party or par­
ties entitled thereto, the said money deposited with him 
less his commission for receipting and paying out said 
moneys, which commission is hereby fixed at one-half 
of one per centum on all such moneys paid out, with a 
minimum commission of three dollars. A record of 
~aid money receipted for and paid out, the commissions 
retained, the name of parties from whom received anrl 
to whom paid, shall be entered, at the number and term 
of said prosecution or proceeding, upon the record of 
the court by the clerk thel'eof. In case there is no for­
feiture or breach of condition of the bail or recogni­
zano3 entered 'by the defendant or defendants in the 
prosecution or proceeding, and the same is terminated, 
then, upon the order of the court, the clerk shall pay 
said money depm:ited to the defendant or defendants, 
after the deduction of his commission as hereinbefore 
provided. 

Section 3. That the act, entitled "An act providiing 
for a cash deposit in lieu of bail in cases of arrest, and 
prescribing the fees of the sheriff in case of forefei­
ture," approved the first day of May. Anno Domini one 
thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws. 
one hundred and two), be, and the same is hereby, re­
pealed.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section seven of 6~:::~Tw:I1th. 
the act of General Assembly, entitled "An act creat-
ing a fund for the purpo,se of rebuilding, restoring, 
and replacing buildings, structures, equipment, or 
other property Qf the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, 
damaged or destroyed by fire or other casualty, and reg-
nlating the placing·of insurance thereon, and providing 
penalties for ;any violation of the provisions of this 
a/ct," approved the fourteenth day of May, Anno Dom­
ini one thousand nine hundred fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
five hundred tw_enty-four), which read,s as follows:-

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

"Section 7. That, from and after the adoption and 
:1ppruval of this act, it shall Le unlawful for any de­
partment, bureau, commission, or other bcranch of the 
State Government; 01· any board of trustees, overseers, 
managers, -0r other person or persons, or custodians of 
State property; to purchase, secnre, or obtain any pol­
icy of insnrance on any property owned by the Com­
monwealth, the term of which policy of insurance shall 
extend beyond the thirty-first day of December, Anno 
Domini one thousand nine hundred and twenty; or to 
purchase, obtain, or ,secure any such policy of insurante 
for any amount in excess of the amount of insurance 
outstanding at the date of the approval of this act, 
after deducting from such amount twenty per centum 
thereof for each calendar year which shall have elapsed 
from and after the thirty-first day of December, Anno 
Dol)lini one thousand nine hundred and fifteen, to the 
date of purchasing, securing, or obtaining such policy 
of insurance," is herelby amended to read as follows:-

Section 7. That, from and after the adoption and ap­
proval of this act, it shall be unlawful for any depart­
ment, bureau, commission, or other branch of the State 
Government, or any board of trustees, overseers, man­
agers, or other person or persons, or custodians of State 
property, to purchase, secure, or obtain any policy o[ 
insurance on any property owned by the Common­
wealth, the term of which policy of in,surance shall ex­
tend beyond the thirty-first day of December, Anno 
Domini one thousand nine hundred and twenty, or to 
purchase, obtain, or secure any such policy of insur­
ance for any amount in exce,ss of the amount of insur­
ance outstanding at the date of the approval of this 
act, after deducting from such amount twenty per cen­
tum thereof for each calendar year which shall have 
elapsed from and after the thirty-first day of December, 
Anno Domini one thousand nine hundred and fifteen, 
to the date of purchasing, securing, or .obtaining such 
policy of insurance: Provi,ded, however, That the 
Board of Piiblic Grounds and Buildings, or the board 
of trustees, inspectors, overseers, or managers of any 
State instit1dion, may, in their discretion, purchase, 
scc1ire, or obtain policies of insurance covering any 
loss or damage occurring to a.ny property owned by the 
Commonwealth ari8ing from boiler explosion.
