keeping of records pertaining to reciprocal registration 
of pharmacists, and, in its discretion, may give to suc'h 
association information which it possesses relating to 
such aims and objects. 'L'he Pennsylvania Board of Phar­
macy, at an expense not to exceed twenty-five ($25) 
dollars per annum, may subS'cribe for and secure the 
service of an association engaged in the compilation of 
pharmaceutical information, knowledge, and progress, 
specially adopted to secure efficiency in the work of the 
board.

AN ACT 

To amend section thirteen of an act, approved the third day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
11i11e hundred and fifty-four), entitled "An act to protect the pub­
lic health and safety: By regulating the erection, alteration, re­
pair, use. occnpanc.v, 1n:untc1uuH.~e, sanitation, aud condemnation 
of dwellings, two-family dwellings, rooming-houses, and tene­
ments; by regulating the use, maintenance, nu<l sanitation of the 
grounds surrounding the same, the adjoining buildings, and all 
vacant laud in cities of the first class; providing for their iu­
spection, the abatement of nuisances, the vacating of uninhabit­
:tble houses, and the filing of liens; creating a Division of Hous­
ing and Sanitation; and providing penalties for violations of the 
provisions thereof; and repealing all laws inconsistent there­
with." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'fhat section thirteen of 
an act, approved the third day of Jnne, one thousand 
nine hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred 
and fifty-four), entitled "An act to protect the public 
health and safety: By regulating the erection, altera­
tion, repair, use, occupancy, maintenance, sanitation, 
and condemnation of dwellings, two-family dwellings, 
l'Oorning-houses, and tenements; by regnlating the use, 
maintenance, and sanitation of 1 he grounds sur­
rounding the same, the adjoining buildings, and all 
vacant land in cities of the first cli!ss; providing for 
their inspection, the abatement of nuisances, the vacat­
ing of uninhabitable houses, and .the filing of leins; 
creating a Division of Housing and Sanitation; and 
providing penalties for violations of the provisions 
thereof; and repealing all laws inconsistent therewith," 
which reads as follows:-

"SeHion 13. No part of any room, in any building of 
the grades referred to in this act, shall be enclosed or 
subdivided, in whole or in part, by a fixed or movable 
partition, or other contrivance or device, unless such 
part of the room, so enclosed or subdivided, shall con­
~ain a se:parate wi:µdow a!S h~r~i!l required for ordinary 
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rooms, and shall have a floor area of not less than seven­
ty square feet," is hereby amended to read as follows:-

Section 13. No part of any room, in any building of 
the grades referred to in this act, shall be enclosed or 
subdivided, in whole or in part, by a fixed or movable 
partitio~, or other contrivance or device, unless such 
part of the room, so enclosed or subdivided, shall con­
tain a separate window aS' herein required f-0r ordinary 
rooms. and shall 'have a floor area of not 1C'ss than 
seventy square feet: Provided, That rooms used. solely 
for kitchens, ki.tchenettes, ba,th rooms, lawndr:es, icater 
closet compartments, slvall be exempt from the provi­
sions of this section ic·ith reference to floor area: Pro­
vided furtlwr. '/'hat "ll kitchens, ldtoh1enettes, bnth 
rooms, laundries, and 1.catcr closet compartments shall 
be equipved for tlze p·urpose for 1l'lvich the room is 
71lanned.

To amend section six of the act, approved the thirtieth day of 
January. one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pam­
phlet Laws, thirty-one), entitled "A further supplement to the 
act regulating elections in this Coml!'onwealth," as amenrled; 
authorizing the court of quarter sessions to appoint election 
officers in cases of vacancy. 

Election officers. Section l. Be it enacted, &c., Th.at section six of 
the act, approved the thirtieth day of January, one 
thousanrl eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet 
Laws, thirty-one), entitled "A further supplement to 
the act regulating elections in this Commonwealth," 
which, as amended by the act, approved the fifth day 
of May, one thousand eight hundred .and ninety-seven 
(Pamphlet L.aws, thirty-eight), entitled "An act to 
amend section six of the act, entitled 'A further sup· 
plement to the act regulating elections in this Com­
monwealth,' approved the thirtieth day of January, 
one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four, amended 
by the act, entitled 'An act to amend :;;ection six of the 
act,entitlcd 'A further supplement to the act regulating 
elections in this Commonwealth,' approved the thirtieth 
day of .Jan nary, one thousand eight hundred and 
seventy-four, extending the power of the several courts 
of common pleas of the Commonwealth to appoint 
election officers in certain cases,' which amending act 
was approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand 
eight hnndred and ninety-three; providing for the fill­
ing of vacancies in the election boards heretofore or 
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
