To anwn<l section five hurnlr<'<l ten of the act, approved the four­
te<'nth <lay of .July. orn• thunsan<l nint' hnn<lrerl seventet'n (Pam­
phlet J::aws, eight. h.u!1dre<l forty), entitkd "An. act concerning 
townslnps; anrl rensrng, amcndmg, and eonsohdat:ng the luw 
relating thereto.'" 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c. fhat section five hun­
dred ten of the act, approved the fmirtcenth day of 
July, one thousand nine hundred seventeen (Pamphlet

AN ACT 

WM. C. SPROUL. 

Providing for the purchase of land and the erection and improve­
ment of buildings, by counties of the fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh, 
and eighth classes, for the purpose of providing u home for indi­
gent orphans and certain illcorrigihle, indigent, dependent, and 
neglcctccl children; providing for the maintenance, regulation, 
and management of such homes, an<l for commitments thPrcto 
by juv<'nile courts, the directors of the poor, and the county com­
missioners. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the county com­
missioners of any county of the fourth, fifth, sixth, 
seventh, and eighth class, by and with the approval 
of the grand jury and of the court of quarter sesRions 
of the peace of the county, shall have the authority, 
and are hereby authorized, to purchase a farm or plot 
of ground within the county, and erect buildings there­
on, or add to and improve buildings already erected, 
and make improvements thereon and thereto, as may 
be convenient and necessary for the use and purpose 
of providing a home within the county for the keeping, 
care, education, and training of all indigent orphans 
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
