To amend sPction two thousand twpnty-onc of an act, approved 
the eighteenth day of JUay, one thousand niue lnmdrcd clevcu 
( l'mn11hlet L:nvs, thrpe huudretl nine), entitkd "Au act to e:s­
tahlish a public school systc·m in the Cow1momn\:1lth of Pt>nn­
sylrnnia, together with the ;;irovisions by which it shall be ad­
minister•~d, and [H'PS<'ribing JH•naltics fur the violation thereof; 
providing r1·venuc to l'scabliBh and maintain the same, and the

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That fection two 
thousand twenty-one of an act, approved the eight­
eenth day of :.\lay, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (.Pamphlet Laws, three J11mdred nine), entitled 
"An act to establish a public school system in the Com· 
monwealth of Penn>:ylvania, together with the provi­
sions by which it :,;hall be administered, and prescrilJ­
ing penalties for the violation thereof; providiu;;

"Section 2021. The State Boar\]. of ~ormal School 
Examiners at a State Normal School shall consist of 
the Superintendent of Public lnstruction, or his rep­
resentative, as president, of two principals of State 
:K ormal Schools, of whom the principal of the school 
where the students are to be examined 8hnll be one, 
togetlJ.er with a sufficient. number of county, district, 
or assistant county or .district superintendents, all to 
be appointed by the Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion," is hereby amended to read as follo,ve :-

Section 2021. 'l'he Superintendent of Public Instruc­
tion shall prescribe and conduct necessary examina­
tions for the students in the State Normal Schools. 
Each graduate from a State Normal School shall re­
'Ceive a normal school certificate of such form as the 
State Board of Education shall prescribe. Such cer­
tificate shall be accepted as full evidence of the qualifi­
cations of the holder thereof to teach, in such grades, 
denartments, or divisions of the public school system as

Amonding section ten of au act, entitled "An act establishing a 
conl't for the county of Philmlelvhia; prescribing its jurisl.lic­
tion and powers; vrovicling for the service of its writs, process, 
or warrnnts by the p·ropcr officers of the county or city of 
Pli:Jmlelphia; regulating the procedure therein, mid appeals 
thrrpfrnm. and ino\·iding for the rxpenses thereof," approved 
the twelfth day of .July, one thousand nine hunured and thir­
tePn (Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred and clcveu), by changing 
the jurisdiction in civil actions. 

Section l. Be it enacted, &c., That section ten of 
an act, approved the twelfth day of July, one thousand 
nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, seven 
hundred and eleven), entitled "An act est::i.blishing a 
court for the county of Philadelphia; prescribing its 
jurisdiction and powers; providing for the service of 
its writs, process, or warrants by the proper officers 
of the county or city of Philadelphia; regulating the 
procedure therein, and appeals therefrom, and pro­
viding for the expenses thereof," which reads as fol­
lows:-

"Section 10. The said . court hereby created shall 
have jurisdiction in all civil actions· at law and in 
equity where the value of the matter or thing in con­
troversy, exclusive of interest and costs, docs not ex­
ceed the sum of s:x hundred dollars ($600), except thcit 
in act·:ons for dcinvages for personcil injnries it sha(l 
l1ave jiirisdictfon where the sum demanded by the 
plaintiff does not exceed one thousand five luundred 
dullcirs .($1,500). The amount claimed by the plaintiff, 
where the said claim is for a smn certain, shall be con­
clusive as 'to the jurisdiction of the court; in all actions 
brought for the recovery of money, and in actions at 
law or in equity not involving any sum certain, the 
plaintiff shall file with his statement a certificate as 
to the' amount of the thing or matter in controversy. 
The said court shall also have jurisdiCtion in any civil 
cases tranMerred to it by order of a majority of judges 
of any court of common pleas of Philadelphia County," 
be, and the same is hereby, amended so as to read:-
