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Section 2. There is hereby constituted a commis­
sion to carry out the purpose of this act, which com­
mission shall be composed of five citizens of the Com­
monwealth of Pennsylvania, to be appointed by the 
Governor. Said commission shall forthwith organize, 
and proceed to acquire, by purchase, condemnation, 
or otherwise, suitable lands and buildings or vacant 
lands upon which they shall erect buildings, and shall 
have the general control and management of such 
operation until such time as it is ready for occupancy. 
The control and management th'ereof, or any part there­
of, shall be vested in the State Board of Education, 
as soon as it is ready to receive inmates. 

Section 3. The smil of two hundred thousand dol­
lars ($200,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, 
is hereby appropriated, out of any moneys in the treas­
ury not otl.erwise appropriated, for the purpose' of 
this act and in accordance with the provisions thereof.

To amend an act, approved the twenty-first day of July, one thou­
sand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, ten hundred 
fifty-seven), entitled "An act to amend section one, _and to supple· 
ment an act, approved the twenty-fifth day of July, one thousand 
nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two 
hundred and two), entitled 'An act providing for the appoint­
ment and expenses of a commission ·of five persons to codify and 
revise the law relating to banks, private bankers, and trust com­
panies doing business within this Commonwealth, and making 
an appropriation'; extending the powers and duties of the co:n­
mission so as to include the codification and revision of the law 
relating to all corporations, persons, partnerships, and associa­
tions under the supervision of the Banking Department; and' 
making an appropriation" ; extending said commission for a fur­
ther period of two years; conferring additional power upon such 
commission ; and making an appropriation. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of the 
act, approved the twenty-first day of July, one thou­
sand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one 
thousand fifty-seven), entitled " An act to amend sec­
tion one, and to supplement an act, approved i1he 
twenty-fifth day of ,July, one thous.and nine, hundred 
and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two 
hundred and two), entitled 'An act providing for the 
appointment and ~penses of a commission of five 
persons to codify and revise the lruw relating to banks, 
private bankers, and trust companies doing business 
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within th~s Commonwealth; and making an appropria­
tion,' extending the powers and duties of the com­
mission so as to include the codification and revision of 
the law relating to al1 corporation,s, persons, part- . 
nerships and associations under the supervision of 
the, Banking Department; and making an appropria· 
tion," which read,s as follows:-

"Section 1. Be. it enacted, &c., That the commission 
appointed by the Governor under the authority of the 
act to which this is an amendment shall be· continued 
for the, further period of two years. The commission 
shall codify and .revise the law relating to hanks, 
privat{', bankers, trust companies, savings institutions, 
building and loan associations, loan brokers, and all 
other corporations, persons, partnerships, and as,socia­
tionS' under the .supervision of the Banking Depart· 
ment. The commission shall report to the General 
Assembly at the. se,ssion of one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-one, and shall recommend such change in 
the exis,ting law as may to such commission ,seem de­
sirable," is hereby •amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That iihe commis.siou 
appointed by the Governor under the authority of thr 
act of July twenty-fifth, one thousand nine hundred 
and S•(l)enteen (Pamphlet La;ws, one thousand two 
hundred and two), entitled uAn act providing for the 
appointment and expenses of a commission of five 
persons to codify and revise the law relating to banks, 
private bankers, and trust companies doing business 
within this Com1nonwealth; and making an appro­
priation," and continued by the act to which this is an 
amendment, is hereby continued for a further period 
of two years. 'Ilhe coonmission ,sh!all codify and re­
vise the laws relating to banks, private bankers, tnrnt 
companie.s, savings institutions, building and loan 
associations, loan birokers, and all other corporations, 
persons, partnership,s, and associations under the su­
pervision of the Banking Department, as wo.rl as all 
other laws on matters and subjeots rel.ating to bank­
ing and oorrelative snbjects as may be referred to the 
commission by the, Governor or the Banking Com­
missioner. The commission shall report to the Gen­
eral Assembly at the session of one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-three, and shall recommend ,such 
changes in the existing law as may to such commission 
seem de,sirable. 

Section 2. The sum of ten thousand dollars. ($10,000), 
or so much as may be necessary, is hereby s.pecifically 
appropriated to t!J:Le use of the commission for the pur· 
po,se of carrying into effect this act and the _act to 
which this is an amendment. Payments from said ap-
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propriation shall be made on order of the chairman of 
said commission by warrant of the Auditor General on 
the. State Treasurer.
