Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two 
of the act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, two hundred and four), entitled "An act to 
regulate and restrain the hawking, vending, and ped­
dling of fish, fruit, and vegetables, and other merchan­
dise, in the cities of the first class in this Common­
wealth," is hereby repealed.

"An act defining the liability of an employer to pay damages • 
for injuries received by an employe in the course of employ­
ment; establishing an elective schedule of compensation; and 
providing procedure for the determinatioII, of liability and com­
pensation thereunder," by imposing penalties for failure of 
an employer to insure his liability to pay compensation, and 
providing the method by which an employer may be exempted 
from the necessity of such insurance. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section three 
hundred and five of an act, appi;oved the second day 
of June, one thousand nine hundred and fifteen (Pam· 
phlet Laws, seven hundred thirty-six), entitled "An 
act defining the liability of an employer to pay dam­
ages for injuries received by an employe in the course 
of employment; establishing an elective schedule of 
compensation; and providing procedure for the de­
termination of liability an"d compensation thereunder," 
which reads as follows:-

"Section 305. Every employer liable under this act 
to pay compensation shall ins11re the payment of com­
pensation in the State Workmen's Insurance Fund, or 
in any insurance company, or mutual association or 
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
