Hignway Department, and fixing sala­
ries of commissioner and deputies and other appointees; pro­
viding for taking over from the counties or townships of the 
Commonwealth certain existing public roads connecting county­
scats, principal cities, and towns and extending to the State 
line; describing and defining same by route numbers as the 
State highways of the Commonwealth: providing for the im­
provement, maintenance and repair of said State Highways 
solely at the expense of the Commonwealth, and relieving the 
several townships or counties from any further obligation and 
expense to improve or maintain the same, and relieving said 
townships or counties of authority over same: requiring boroughs 
and incorporated towns to maintain certain State Highways 
wholly and in part; requiring the State Highway Commissioner 
to make maps to be complete records thereof; conferring author­
ity on the State Highway Commissioner; providing for the pay­
m'ent of damages in taking of property, or otherwise, in thl' 
improvement thereof: providing for purchase or acquiring of 
turnpikes or toll-roads forming all or part of any State High­
way, and procedure therein ; providing for work of improve-
