A JOINT RESOLUTION 

Proposing an amendment to article nine of the Constitution of 
the Commonwealth of Penns.vlvanfa. by adding thereto section 
eighteen. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by tha Senate and Honse 
of Representatives in General Assembly met, That 
the following amendment to the Constitution of PPnn­
sylvania be, and the same is hereby, proposed, in ac­
cordance with the eighteenth article thereof:-

That article nine of the Constitution of the Com­
monwealth of Pennsylvania is h~reby' amended hy 
adding thereto the following section: 

Section 18. Provided, That the General Assembly, 
irrespective of any debt, may authorize the State to 
issue bonds, to the amount of eight million dollars 
( !i['S,000,000), for the erection and equipment at the 
Pennsylvania State College of buildings necessary 
for the uses and purposes of the inrstitution as dcfinpd 
in its charter.

Proposing an amendment to articJ.e nine of the Constitution of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, by adding thereto section 
sixteen. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and Honsc 
of Representatives of the Common.wealth of Pennsyl­
vania in General Assembly met, That the following 
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amendment to the Constitution of Pennsylvania be, 
aud the same is hereby, proposed, in accordance with 
the eighteenth article thereof:-

That article nine be amended by adding thereto 
the following section : 

Section 16. In addition to the purposes stated in 
article nine, section four of this Constitution, the 
State may be authorized by law to issue bonds, to 
the amount of twenty-five millions of dollars, for the 
purpose of acquiring land in the State for forest 
purposes.

A JOINT RESOLUTION 

Proposing an amendment to article nine of the Constitution of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, by adding thereto section 
seventeen. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania in General Assembly met, That the following 
amendment to the Constitution of Pennsylvania be, 
and the same is hereby, proposed, in accordance with 
the eighteenth article thereof:-

That article nine be amended by adding thereto the 
following section: 

Section 17. In addition to the purposes stated in 
article nine, section four of this Constitution, the 
State may be authorized by law to issue bonds, to 
the amount of five millions of dollars, for the purpose 
of acquiring and erecting buildings and equipping 
the same for the use of the Pennsylvania National 
Guard.
