A JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposmg an amendment to sectiom eighteen, article three of the Const1tut1on of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Sectlon 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the Commonwealth of Penngylvania in General Assembly met,
That the following amendment to the Constitution of the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvama be, and the same is hereby, proposed, in ac-
cordance with the eighteenth article thereof :—

That section elghteen, article three of the Constitution of Pennsyl-
vania is hereby amended to read as follows:

" Seetion 18. No appropriations, except for pensions or gratuities for
military services and to blind persons twenty-one years of age and up-
wards, shall be made for charitable, educational or benevolent pur-
poses, to any person or community, nor to any denominational or sec-
tarian institution, corporation or assoeiation,
