AN ACT

Authorizing the exoneration of taxes, assessed or levied, against
any property purchased for hospital uses upon which contem-
plated and intended hospital buildings cannot be erected by
reason of a portion of the property having been taken for munie-
ipal purposes.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That whenever here-
tofore any hospital corporation shall have purchased
property to be used for hospital purposes, and any mu-
nicipal subdivision of the State, having authority to levy
taxes thereupon, shall have prevented the hospital from
completing and consummating the erection of hospital
buildings in accordance with the intent for which the
property was purchased by taking a portion of the
property for public use, the said municipal authority,
levying or assessing the said tax, shall have power to
exonerate all taxes, heretofore assessed or levied against
any portion of the said tract, from the date of the ordi-
nance authorizing the taking of the portion taken.

Section 2. This act shall take effect immediately upon
its final enactment.

To amend the title and section three of the act, approved the
eight day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws, one thousand six hundred sixty-seven), en-
titled ¢ An act authorizing the Pennsylvania Historical Commis-
sion, on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to acquire
all real and personal property included in the Conrad Weiser
Memorial Park, in Heildelberg Township, Berks County, from
the Conrad Weiser Memorial Park Association; providing for
