performed under any such contract, in order to aid in 
enforcing the fulfillment thereof, shall, upon observa­
tion or investigation, report to the corporate authorities 
of the political subdivision, or agency thereof, which let 
the contract, all violations of minimum wage stipula­
tions, together with the name of each laborer or mechanic 
who has been paid a wage less than that prescribed by 
the specifications, and the day or days of such violation. 

Section 4. All such penalties shall be withheld and 
deducted for the use of the political subdivision from 
any moneys due the contractor by the officer or person 
whose duty it shall be to authorize the payment of 
moneys due such contractor, whether the violation of the 
minimum wage stipulation of the specifications was by 
the contractor or by any of his subcontractors : Provided, 
That if any such contractor or subcontractor subse­
quently pays to all laborers and mechanics the balance 
of the amounts stipulated in such contract, the political 
subdivision shall pay to the contractor the amounts, so 
withheld, as penalties. 

Section 5. This act shall become effective immedi­
ately upon its final enactment.

AN ACT 

To repeal section two of the act, approved the thirteenth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and seven (Pamphlet Laws, 
five hundred sixty), entitled "An act designating the official flag 
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and describing the 
same; providing for the carrying of such flag by the regiments 
of the National Guard of Pennsylvania; authorizing the Secre­
tary of the Commonwealth to provide, and have deposited in 
the office of Secretary of the Commonwealth, a model of said 
flag, and making an appropriation therefor." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of the 
act, approved the thirteenth day of June, one thousand 
nine hundred and seven (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred 
sixty), entitled ''An act designating the official flag of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and describing the 
same ; providing for the carrying of such flag by the 
regiments of the National Guard of Pennsylvania; au­
thorizing the Secretary of the Commonwealth to pro­
vide, and have deposited in the office of Secretary of 
the Commonwealth, a model of said flag, and making an 
appropriation therefor," which reads as follows: 

"Section 2. The flag of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania to be carried by regiments of the National 
Guard of Pennsylvania shall be the same as the flag de-

scribed in the first section of this act, with the addition 
of two scrolls, in red, one above and one below the coat 
of arms of the Commonwealth; in the upper scroll the 
inscription ' .............. Regiment Infantry', and in 
the lower scroll the inscription 'National Guard of Penn­
sylvania','' be and the same is hereby repealed.

AN ACT 

Directing the Department of Military Affairs to select, procure, 
furnish, and award certain decorations, medals, and badges. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Military Affairs of the Commonwealth shall select, 
procure, furnish, and award the following decoration, 
medals, and badges. The detailed specifications and de­
sign shall be selected by the Department of Military Af­
fairs, and they shall be awarded and distributed in ac­
cordance with rules and regulations to be adopted by 
said department: 

(a) A Pennsylvania Cross for Valor, a decoration to 
be awarded to members of the Pennsylvania National 
Guard or of the Organized Reserves, or Regular Army 
attached thereto, for acts of bravery, courage, valor or 
heroism above the ordinary gallantry of other members 
of the Military Service. 

(b) A Service Medal to be awarded to members of 
the Pennsylvania National Guard, or of the Organized 
Reserves or Regular Army attached thereto, for any 
period of active service in an emergency within the 
Commonwealth. 

( c) A Meritorious Service Medal to be awarded to 
either a member of the military or naval forces of the 
United States, not necessarily in the Pennsylvania Na­
tional Guard, or to deserving civilians in recognition of 
meritorious service rendered to the Commonwealth. 

(d) A Markmanship Badge to be awarded to civilians 
or to members of the military or naval forces of the 
United States, not necessarily in the Pennsylvania Na­
tional Guard, who as individual competitors or as mem­
bers of a team in rifle or pistol matches win first, second 
or third place in any State, Interstate, National or In­
ternational Matches.
