enth and eighth classes; and revising, amending and consolidat­
ing the laws relating thereto," authorizing counties of the sixth, 
seventh and ~ighth classes to pay bounties for the destruction 
of rattlesnakes, copperhead snakes, and porcupines. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved 
the second day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hun­
dred seventy-eight), entitled "An act relating to coun­
ties of the second, third, fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh 
and eighth classes; and revising, amending and con­
solidating the laws relating thereto,'' is hereby amended 
by adding thereto .a new section to read as follows: 

Section 491.1. Bounties For Destruction of Rattle­
snakes, Copperhead Snakes, and Porcupines.-The board 
of commissioners of any county of the sixth, seventh or 
eighth class may provide for the payment of rewards or 
bounties for the killing within the county only of rattle­
snakes and copperhead snakes, not more than one dollar 
for each, and for the killing of porcupines, not more
