To amend clause (b) of section four hundred forty-eight of the
act, approved the ninth day of April, one thousand nine bun-
dred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred seventy-
seven), entitled “An act providing for and reorganizing the
conduct of the executive and administrative work of the Com-~
monwealth by the Executive Department thereof and the ad-
ministrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers
thereof, including the boards of trustees of State Normal
Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating, reorganizing
or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative de~
