A JOINT RESOLUTION

Creating a commission to make certain studies in respect to
bituminous mines; defining its powers and duties; and making
an appropriation.

Section 1. Be it resolved, &ec., That a commission is
hereby created which shall consist of three members of
the Senate to be appointed by the President pro tempore
of the Senate and four members of the House of Rep-
resentatives to be appointed by the Speaker of the
House, whose duty it shall be to make a thorough study
and investigation of the proposal incorporated in Senate
Bill No. 632 of the Legislative Session of 1937, to as-
certain whether it would be economically feasible to en-
act such legislation requiring operators of bituminous
coal to move all cars to and from the face of the work-
ings, or whether its enactment would result in so in-
creasing mining costs as to affect the production of
bituminous eoal in this Commonwealth, and to make re-
port of its findings and recommendations to the General
Assembly in the year 1939.

Section 2. The commission shall organize by electing
a chairman, vice-chairman, and secretary. The mem-
bers of the commission shall serve without compensation,
but shall be reimbursed for all expenses incurred in the
performance of their duties. The commission shall have
power to appoint such assistants as are deemed neces-
sary and to fix their compensation. The commission
shall have power to sit after the adjournment of the
1937 Session of the General Assembly.

Section 3. The sum of seven thousand five hundred
dollars ($7,500), or so much thereof as may be neces-
sary, is hereby specifically appropriated to the com-
mission for the payment of the expenses of the commis-
sion, for the compensation of the assistants appointed by
the commission, for supplies, postage, telephone, tele-
graph, and incidental expenses, for compiling and print-
ing a report, and for all other necessary and proper ex-
penses of the commission.
