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person employed as a Highway Patrolman or Park
Guard in policing the State park areas and the high-
ways therein, shall be permitted to have at least twenty-
four consecutive hours of rest in every calendar week,
except in emergency cases for the suppression of riots
or tumults, or the preservation of the public peace in
times of war, riot, conflagration or public celebration,
and to have an annual vacation of not less than fourteen
days without diminution of his salary or compensation
as provided according to law.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with
this act are hereby repealed.

Section 3. This act shall become effective immedi-
ately upon final enactment.

AN ACT

To further amend sections two, four, and six, and to amend
section seven of the act, approved the seventh day of May, one
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thousand nine hundred twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one bun- .

dred fifty-one), entitled “An act defining and regulating the
business of dry cleaning and dyeing; providing for the main-
tenance, construction, and inspection of dry cleaning and dye-
ing buildings and establishments; providing for enforcing the
act, and penalties for violation thereof,” by imposing upon the
Pennsylvania Motor Police the duty of administering and en-
forcing the act.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That sections two,
four, and six of the act, approved the seventh day of
May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-three (Pam-
phiet Laws, one hundred fifty-one), entitled *‘ An act de-
fining and regulating the business of dry cleaning and
dyeing; providing for the maintenance, construction,
and inspection of dry cleaning and dyeing buildings and
establishments; providing for enforcing the act, and
penalties for violation thereof,”’ as amended by the act,
approved the seventh day of April, one thousand nine
hundred twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred
thirty-nine), are hereby further amended to read as fol-
lows: ' )

Section 2. No person, copartnership, association, or
corporation shall erect, maintain, construet or operate
any dry cleaning or dyeing establishment or business
without first obtaining approval from the [Bureau of
Fire Protection, Department of State Police] Pennsyl-
vania Motor Police. Application for such purpose shall
be made upon form preseribed by [said department] the
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Pennsylvania Motor Police, and shall be accompanied by
drawings covering floor plan, roof plan, and exterior efe-
vations of the building, including thereon the position
of all machinery and equipment, steam fire extinguish-
ing lines, exhaust fans, motor storage tanks, and such
other requirements of the aet as it relates to the con-
struction, maintenanee, equipment, and operation of the
dry cleaning and dyeing establishment or business to be
erected, constructed, maintained, or operated. Plot plan
shall also be furnished showing the location of the dry
cleaning building and relative distances to surrounding
properties.

No dry cleaning, dyeing, tumbler, or drying room
shall be located within ten feet of any other building,
unless separated therefrom by an unpierced fire wall,
but in no case shall more than two sides of a dry clean-
ing or dyeing room have blank walls; and such rooms
shall be provided with at least two exits remote from
each other, having excess to the outside of building. All
rooms used or to be used for the purpose of dry cleaning
or dyeing, as above defined, shall be noncombustible ma-
terial and construction; shall not exceed one story in
height; shall be without basement, cellar, or open space
below the ground floor. No dry cleaning building shall
be used for any purpose or occupancy other than dry
cleaning, dyeing, and reclaiming gasoline, and such other
rooms or departments necessary for power and for the
receiving and finishing of materials.

Section 4. No steam boiler, furnace, or steam gen-
erator or heating device, exposed fire or other spark
emitting device, shall be permitted in any dry cleaning,
dyeing, tumbler, drying, or distilling room, or in line
of vapor travel therefrom. .

Heating of such buildings shall be by steam or hot
water system or equivalent in safety.

All electric wiring and equipment, including motors,
shall conform to National Electrical Code. All artificial
lighting shall be by incandescent electric lights of ap-
proved type.

Transfer of all liquids shall be through continuous
piping, pipe connections or threaded joints shall be made
up, litharged, and glycerined, and all outlets or drain
lines shall be drained by gravity to settling or storage
tanks. No dry cleaning liquid shall be settled in any
open or unprotected vessels or tanks: Provided, That
nothing in this section shall prohibit serubbing and
brushing in dry cleaning rooms, but not more than three
gallons of volatile fluid shall be used in any one con-
tainer and shall be so used in metallic pan or container,
and such volatile liquid or substance shall be returned to
settling or storage tanks as soon as operation is com-
pleted.
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Storage tanks for volatile inflammable liquids shall
conform to the standards of the [Bureau of Fire Pro-
tection, Department of State Police] Pennsylvania
Motor Police, and no such tanks shall be installed with-
out approval from [said bureau] the Pennsylvania
Motor Police.

Section 6. Nothing in this act shall be construed so
as to restrict or limit the location of any building ac-
tually being used for dry cleaning purposes prior to
passage of this act, except where the fire hazard is, in
the opinion of the [Bureau of Fire Protection] Pennsyl-
vania Motor Police, of such character as would menace
or endanger surrounding property.

Nor shall the provisions of this act be held to apply
to any building, business, or establishments now in use
50 as to cause the same to be rebuilt, but should any dry
cleaning building, or part thereof, be reconstructed, re-
built, or repaired, the same shall, as to new work, be so
reconstructed, rebuilt or repaired in conformity with
the provisions of this act.

Nothing in this section shall be so construed as to
relieve any person, copartnership, association, or corpo-
ration from responsibility, criminal or otherwise, be-
cause of non-compliance with or violation of any of the
provisions of the act to which this act is an amendment.

Section 2. Section seven of said aet is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Section 7. Any building inspector, fire chief or fire-
man of any community, inspector of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania or [Department of State Police] Penn-
sylvania Motor Police, shall be permitted to enter any
building or buildings at any reasonable hour for purpose
of inspection.

Section 3. This act shall become effective immedi-
ately upon its final enactment.
