AN ACT

Concerning children under six years of age with defective hear-
ing; imposing duties on the Department of Health, the Depart-
ment of Public Instruction, on parents, guardlans, nurses, and
physicians; and placing certain costs on school districts; and
making an appropriation.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That it shall be the
duty of every attending or consultmg physmlan nurse,
parent, or guardian, havmg charge of any minor under
six years of age who is totally deaf or whose hearing
is impaired, to report at once in person or in writing
to the State Department of Health, stating the name,
age, and residence of such minor, and furnish such addi-
tional information with respect to such minor as the
Department of Health shall require. Thereupon, the
department shall refer the facts relative to such minor
to its county medical director, to ascertain whether such
minor is receiving adequate care and treatment. If the
county medical director finds that such adequate care
and treatment is not provided, and that the parent or
guardian is financially unable to provide the same, he
shall report the case to the medical inspector of the
school district, who shall provide such care and treat-
ment at the expense of the school distriet or of the
Commonwealth, as the case may be, charged by law with
the providing of medical inspection for the schools of
the school district. Such care and treatment may be
administered by the medical inspector or by some doctor
of medicine selected by him.

Section 2. The Department of Health shall, in every
such instance, notify the Superintendent of Public In-
struction of its disposition of the case, and the name of
the county medical director and medieal inspector of
schools to whom the same was referred.

The Superintendent of Public Instruction, when in his
judgment the same is deemed desirable, shall communi-
cate to the parent or guardian the location of any special
schools, and also the nearest public school having special
classes for the instruction of the hard of hearing, with
the information concerning the advantages offered by
such school or classes, the benefits to acerue to the child
from attending such school or classes, and the manner
in which the expenses of such instruction will be pro-
vided for.

Section 3. The sum of twenty-five thousand dollars
($25,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby specifically appropriated to the Department of
Health for the purpose of paying for the care and treat-
ment furnished by medical inspectors of school distriets
under the jurisdiction of the Department of Health, or
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by doctors of medicine selected by such medical in-
spectors.

Section 4. This act shall become effective on the first
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-
seven,

AN ACT

Providing for the acquisition and maintenance by the Depart-
ment of Forests and Waters, with the advice of the Bushy
Run Battlefield Commission, of lands adjacent to and includ-
ing the place where fifty soldiers, killed in the battle of Bushy
Run, are buried, as well as other portions of said battlefield;
and ma.kmg an appropriation.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That for the purpose of
further perpetuating and preserving the place in West-
moreland County, Pennsylvania, where, on August fifth
and sixth, one thousand seven hundred and sixty-three,
occurred the battle of Bushy Run, in which Colonel
Henry Bouquet defeated the Indians in one of the most
decisive engagements in American Colonial history, the
Department of Forests and Waters, with the advice of
the Bushy Run Battlefield Commission, is hereby au-
thorized to purchase tracts of land adjoining the present
Bushy Run Battlefield State Park, and especially the
land where fifty soldiers killed in the said battle are
buried, as well as other lands constituting the area on
which the battle was waged.

Section 2. The sum of ten thousand dollars ($10 000),
or as much thereof as may be necessary, is hereby
specifically appropriated to the Department of Forests
and Waters for the acquisition of lands adjacent to the
present Bushy Run Battlefield State Park, the erection
of monuments or memorials, the improvement, restora-
tion, and maintenance of said addition to present park,
and expenses incurred in carrying out the provisions
of this act. Payment from said appropriation shall be
made by requisition of the Secretary of Forests and
Waters on the Auditor General in the manner provided
by law.
