A PROCLAMATION 

I, GEORGE H. EARLE, Governor of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania, have caused this Proclamation to issue, and in compliance 
with the provisions of article four, section fifteen of the Constitution 
thereof, do hereby give notice that I have ,filed in the office of the Secre­
tary of the Commonwealth, with my objections thereto, the following 
bills passed by both Houses of the General Assembly at the regular 
session of 1937, viz: 

House Bill No. 880, entitled "An Act to prohibit the admission in 
criminal cases of evidence illegally secured or acquired." 

House Bill No. 1858, entitled "An Act to amend section two thou­
sand five hundred fifty-three, as amended, of the act, approved the 
twenty-third day of June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one 
(Pamphlet Laws, 932), entitled 'An act relating to cities of the third 
class; and amending, revising, and consolidating the law relating there­
to' permitting city treasurers to give fidelity bonds as tax collectors 
of school districts of the second class, and regulating the premiums 
thereof.'' 

House Bill No. 370, entitled "An Act relating to the business of sell­
ing or leasing furniture and household articles on the installment or 
deferred payment plan; and prohibiting the joining in one agreement 
of sale or lease ,of articles purchased or leased at different times." 

.Senate Bill No. 942, entitled "An Act to amend sub-section third, 
of section one of the act, approved the ninth day of July, one thousand 
nine hundred and one (Pamphlet Laws, 614), entitled' An act relating 
to the service of certain process in actions at law, and the effect thereof, 
and providing who shall be made parties to certain writs,' as ainended, 
by providing for the service of summons and writs of scire facias in 
personal actions in any action for damages arising from the ownership, 
possession, occupancy, control, maintenance, and use of real estate, and 
the footways and curbs adjacent thereto, in counties other than that 
wherein the real estate, footways and cul'lbs are located and the writ 
issues.'' 
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Senate Bill No. 1266, entitled ''An Act concerning the ascertain­
ment of principal and income, and the apportionment of receipts and 
expenses among tenants and remaindermen, and to make uniform the 
law with reference thereto." 

House Bill Ne. 826, entitled "An Act making an appropriation for 
the preparation of the Eightieth Division History; and creating a com­
mission for such purposes.'' 

House Bill No. 473, entitled" An Act making an appropriation to 
the Department of Forests and Waters for the construction of a 
masonry weir across the Shenango River near the Chestnut Street 
Bridge, at Sharon, and the construction of a shelter house for record­
ing devices, near the weir." 

House Bill No. 2379, entitled "An Act to amend section two of the 
act, approved the fifteenth day of July, one thousand eight hundred 
and ninety-seven (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred ninety-two), entitled 
'An act to provide revenue by taxation,' by reducing, from ten mills 
to five mills, the rate of tax upon the capital stock of companies organ­
ized and incorporated for the purpose of distilling liquors and selling 
the same at wholesale." 

Senate Bill No. 995, entitled "An Act to further amend the act, 
approved the fifth day of May, ,one thousand nine hundred and thirty­
three (Pamphlet Laws, 364), entitled '.An act relating to business cor­
porations; defining and providing for the organization, merger, con­
solidation, reorganization, winding up and dissolution of such corpora­
tions; conferring certain rights, powers, duties and immunities upon 
them and their officers and shareholders; prescribing the conditions on 
which such corporations may exercise their powers; providing for the 
inclusion of certain existing corporations of the second class within the 
provisions of this act; prescribing the terms and conditions upon which 
foreign business corporations may be admitted, or may continue, to do 
business within the Commonwealth; conferring powers and imposing 
duties on the courts of common pleas, and certain State departments, 
commissions, and officers; authorizing certain State departments, 
boards, commissions, or officers to collect fees for services required to 
be rendered by this act; imposing penalties; and repealing certain acts 
and parts of acts relating to corporations,' providing that certain pro­
ceedings by corporations must show that all contributions for unem­
ployment compensation have been paid." 

Senate Bill No. 1322, entitled" An Act to further amend section one 
of the act, approved the eleventh day ·Of May, one thousand nine hun­
dred eleven (Pamphlet Laws, 275), entitled' An act to provide for the 
appointment of county and city inspectors of weights and measures; 
providing for their compensation and expenses; prescribing their 
duties; prohibiting vendors from giving false or insufficient weights; 
and fixing the penalties for the violation of the provisions hereof,' by 
eliminating certain conditions of removal of inspectors, and providing 
for their appointment in counties of the first class." 

Senate Bill No. 1224, entitled "An Act to amend article nine of the 
act, approved the fifth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 364), entitled 'An act relating to busi­
ness corporations; defining and providing for the organization, merger, 
consolidation, reorganization, winding up and dissolution of such cor-
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porations; conferring certain rights, powers, duties and immunities 
upon them and their officers and shareholders; prescribing the condi­
tions on which such corporations may exercise their powers; providing 
for the inclusion of certain existing corporations of the second class 
within the provisions of this act; prescribing the terms and conditions 
upon which foreign business corporations may be admitted, or may 
continue, to do ibusiness within the Commonwealth; conferring powers 
and imposing duties on the courts of common pleas, and certain State 
departments, commissions, and officers; authorizing certain State de­
partments, boards, commissions, or officers to collect fees for services 
required to be rendered by this act; imposing penalties; and repealing 
certain acts and parts of acts relating to corporations,' providing that 
a domestic business corporation formed by merger of one or more do­
mestic business corporations and one or more foreign business corpora­
tions shall be .entitled to a credit on the bonus due the Commonwealth, 
equal to the amount of the bonus paid under existing laws by the cor­
porations so merging.'' 

Senate Bill No. 952, entitled "An Act to amend section twenty-four 
of the act, approved the sixteenth day of May, one thousand nine hun­
dred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 207), as amended, entitled 
'An act providing when, how, upon what property, and to what extent, 
liens shall be allowed for taxes and for municipal improvements, for 
the removal of nuisances, and for water rents or rates, sewer rates 
and lighting rates; for the procedure upon claims filed therefor; the 
methods for preserving such liens and enforcing payment of such 
claims; the effect of judicial sales of the properties liened; the distribu­
tion of the proceeds of such sales, and the redemption of the property 
therefrom; for the lien and collection of certain taxes heretofore as­
sessed, and of claims for municipal improvements made and nuisances 
removed, within six months before the passage of this act; and for the 
procedure on tax and municipal claims filed under other and prior 
acts of Assembly,' as amended by and increasing the term for which 
sequestrators may lease sequestrated property." 

House Bill No. 1433, entitled" An Act to amend section five hundred 
and fourteen of the act, approved the ninth day of April, one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, 177), entitled' An act 
providing for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and ad­
ministrative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive Department 
thereof and the administrative departments, boards, commissions, and 
officers thereof, including the boards of trustees of State Normal 
Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creatillg, reorganizing or 
authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative departments, 
boards, and commissions; defining the powers and duties of the Gov­
ernor and other executive and administrative officers, and of the sev­
eral administrative departments, boards, commissions, and officers; fix­
ing the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and certain 
other executive and administrative officers; providing for the appoint­
ment of certain administrative officers, and of all deputies and other 
assistants and employes in certain departments, boards, and commis­
sions; and prescribing the manner in ·which the number and compensa­
tion of the deputies and all other assistants and employes of certain 
departments, boards, and commissions shall be determined,' as 
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amended, permitting State institutions and sanatoria to supply water 
to individuals.'' 

House Bill No. 1357, entitled "An Act limiting the questions to be 
decided in any new trial granted because of the inadequacy or ex­
cessiveness of a verdict." 

House Bill No. 1671, entitled "An Act to amend clause A of section 
two hundred and two of the act, approved the fifth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and thirty-three (Pamphlet Laws, 364), en­
titled 'An act relating to :business corporations; defining and provid­
ing for the organization, merger, consolidation, reorganization, wind­
ing up and dissolution of such corporations; conferring certain rights, 
powers, duties and immunities upon them and their officers and share­
holders; prescr1bing the conditions on which such corporations may 
exercise their powers; providing for the inclusion of certain existing 
corporations of the second class within the provisions of this act; pre­
scribing the terms and conditions upon which foreign business cor­
porations may he admitted, or may continue, to do business within the 
Commonwealth; conferring powers and imposing duties on the courts 
of common pleas, and certain State departments, commissions, and 
officers; authorizing certain State departments, boards, commissions, or 
officers to collect fees for services required to be rendered by this act; 
imposing penalties; and repealing certain acts and parts of acts relat­
ing to corporations,' as amended, restricting the use of certain words 
in corporate names.'' 

Senate Bill No. 1130, entitled "An Act to further amend the act, 
approved the fifteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and 
fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, 534), entitled 'An act relating to motion­
picture films, reels, or stereopticon views or slides; providing a system 
of examination, approval, and regulation thereof, and of the banners, 
posters, and other like advertising matter used in connection there­
with; creating the Board of Censors; and providing penalties for the 
violation of the act,' by prohibiting the possession of motion-picture 
films, reels, or views, not approved; requiring permits in certain cases; 
and increasing penalties." 

House Bill No. 1751, entitled "An Act relating to suits and judg­
ments on obligations accompanying mortgages heretofore or hereafter 
foreclosed; changing the rule of evidence that the price paid at a sheriff 
sale for the mortgaged property is conclusive evidence of its value; 
providing a procedure by which the actual value of such property 
when purchased by or for the holder of the mortgage may be deter­
mined and credited on the mortgage debt; and providing a limitation 
of time within which such procedure may be invoked." 

House Bill No. 1135, entitled "An Act making an appropriation to 
the Department of Property and ;Supplies for the restoration, preserva­
tion, development, and maintenance of the Ephrata Cloisters Park." 

Senate Bill No. 213, entitled "An Act to amend section eighteen 
of the act, apprnved the second day of July, one thousand nine hun­
dred and thirty-five (Pamphlet Laws, 589), entitled 'An act to safe­
guard human health and life by providing for the issuance of permits 
to, and regulation of persons and entities selling milk and milk prod­
ucts; conferring powers, and imposing duties on the Secretary of 
Health, the Advisory Health Board; and otherwise providing for the 
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administration of the act; and imposing penalties,' requiring local 
ordinances, in certain cases, to conform to this act and the regulations 
made thereunder." 

Senate Bill No. 1270, entitled "An Act to amend sections one and 
three of the act, BApproved the eighteenth day of March, one thousand 
eight hundred and seventy-five (Pamphlet Laws, 32), entitled 'An 
act requiring recorders of deeds to prepare and keep in their respective 
offices general, direct and ad sectum indexes of deeds and mortgages 
recorded therein, prescribing the duty of said recorders and declaring 
that the entries in said general indexes shall be notice to all persons,' 

. by further regulating the preparation and keeping of indexes of deeds 
and mortgages by recorders of deeds, and prescribing the effect there­
of." 

Senate Bill No. 904, entitled "An Act declaring valid provisions in 
wills and trust instruments directing that certain dividends upon and 
profits realized from corporate stock be treated, in whole or in part, 
either as principal or income; and repealing inconsistent legislation." 

House Bill No. 1835, entitled "An Act to authorize, subject to cer­
tain conditions, the acquisition, improvement, construction, operation, 
and maintenance of electric light and gas systems by cities of the third 
class and boroughs; authorizing the issuance of revenue bonds of such 
cities and boroughs, payable solely from earnings, to pay the cost of 
such systems; providing for the fixing of rates and collection of charges 
for the payment of ,such .bonds and for the cost of maintenance, opera­
tion, and repair of such systems; providing for condemnation; author­
izing the issuance of revenue refunding bonds; and providing, suibject 
to certain conditions, that no debt of such cities or boroughs shall be 
incurred in the exercise of any of the powers granted by this act."
