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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

Section 1. The Board of Public Education in school
districts of the first class shall levy annually, on or
after the second Monday of November and before the
first Monday of December next following, a tax of [one
mill (.001)] not less than one or more than one and one-
half mills on each dollar of the total assessment of all
real property assessed and certified for taxation in said
distriet.

Section 2. The taxes and penalties collected under the
provisions of this act shall be used by such school distriet
for general public school purposes.

Section 3. The tax authorized to be levied under the
provisions of this act shall be in addition to any other
taxes any school distriet of the first class is empowered to
levy and collect under any existing law.

Section 4. The taxes which are levied under the pro-
visions of this act shall be collected at the same time, in
the same manner, with like authority, and subjeet to the
same discounts and penalties, as other real estate taxes
for school purposes are collected.

[Section 5. The provisions of this act shall apply only
to school districts of the first class having a population
of 1,500,000 or more persons. If any act reclassifying
school districts is passed by the General Assembly dur-
ing the session of one thousand nine hundred forty-nine,
the provisions of this act shall apply only to school dis-
tricts of the first class under such classification and not
to sehool districts of the first class A.

Section 6. This act shall become effective immediately
upon final enactment and shall expire on the thirty-first
day of December, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one.]

Section 2. The provisions of this reenacting and
amending act shall become effective immediately upon
final enactment.
