Within thirty days after the final confirmation, 
modification, changing or e-orrecting of said award, 
either party may appeal from said decree to the 
Superior Court or the Supreme Court, as the case 
may be.

establi~hing an elective schedule of compensation; providing

To further amend section 7 of the act, approved the twenty-sixth 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-one (Pamphlet 
Lttws 1379), entitled "An act creating in counties of the third 
class a board for the assessment and revision of taxes; provid­
ing for the appointment of the members of such board by the 
county commissioners; providing for their salaries, payable by 
the county; abolishing existing boards; defining the powers and 
duties of such board; regulating the assessment of persons, 
property, and occupations for county, borough, town, town­
ship, school, and poor purposes; authorizing the appointment 
of subordinate assessors, a solicitor, engineers, and clerks; pro­
viding for lheir compensation, payable by such counties;
