AN ACT 

Authorizing deductions from the wages or salary of any Common­
wealth employee for the purchase of United States Savings 
Bonds. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as :follows: 

Section 1. The State Treasurer, with the consent 
and approval of the Auditor General, may deduct from 
the wages or salary of any employee of this Common­
wealth, such amount as the employee shall authorize 
in writing filed with him for the purchase for the em­
ployee of United States Savings Bonds. He may make 
such rules and regulations governing the purchase of 
the bonds as he may deem necessary. Such rules and 
regulations shall be incorporated in the employee's 
written authorization. The authorization of the em­
ployee may be withdrawn by the employee at any time 
upon filing written action of withdrawal with the State 
Treasurer. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
