LAWS OW PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That from and after 
the passage of this act all corporations, limited partner­
ships or joint stock associations, except foreign insur­
ance companies and foreign nonprofit corporations which 
do not have any capital stock and which shall have been 
issued a certificate of authority to do business from the 
Department of State, chartered or created by or under 
the laws of any other State, or of the United States, or 
of any foreign country, whose principal office or chief 
place of business is located in this Commonwealth, or 
which have any part of their capital actually employed 
wholly within this State, in addition to complying with 
the laws now in force as to such corporations, limited 
partnership or joint-stock associations, shall pay to the 
State Treasurer, for the use of the Commonwealth, a 
bonus of one-third of one per centum upon the amount 
of their capital actually employed or to be employed 
wholly within the State of Pennsylvania, and a like 
bonus upon each subsequent increase of capital so 
employed.

AN ACT 

JOHNS. FINE 

Providing for an expense allowance for members of the board of 
inspectors of the Berks County Prison. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The inspectors provided for in the act, 
approved the eighth day of April, one thousand eight 
hundred forty-eight (Pamphlet Laws 399), entitled "An 
act relative to *the Berks county prison, and to dis­
charged convicts,'' shall each receive the sum of five 
hundred dollars per annum to defray the expenses of 
their necessary attendance on the duties of their office. 

Section 2. The act, approved the nineteenth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred eleven (Pamphlet 
Laws 1070), entitled "A further supplement to an act, 
entitled 'An act relative to Berks County Prison, and 
to discharged convicts,' approved the eighth day of 
April, Anno Domini one thousand eight hundred and 
forty-eight," is hereby repealed ..
