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shall refuse such approval, or shall neglect to act upon 
the application of the board of school directors for a 
period of thirty ( 30) days from the date of the submis­
sion of such application to it, the board of school directors 
may appeal to the Superintendent of Public Instruction, 
who may sustain or reverse the action of the county 
board, and, in the event of reversal, shalL grant approval 
to the creation of the office of associate superintendent in 
such district .

To amend section 11.1 of the act, approved the twenty-seventh 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred twenty-three (Pam­
phlet Laws 858), entitled "An act establishing a State employes' 
retirement system, and creating a retirement board for the ad­
ministration thereof; establishing certain funds from contribu­
tions by the Commonwealth and contributing State employes, 
defining the uses and purposes thereof and the manner of pay­
