To further amend section two hundred forty of the act, approved 
the second day of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-five 
(Pamphlet Laws 448), entitled "An act relating to fish; and 
amending, revising, consolidating, and changing the law relating 
to fish in the inland waters and the boundary lakes and boundary 
rivers of the Commonwealth," by providing for additional com­
plimentary fishing licenses. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 240 of the act, approved the second 
day of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-five 
(Pamphlet Laws 448), entitled "An act relating to 
fish; and amending, revising, consolidating, and chang­
ing the law relating to fish in the inland waters and the 
boundary lakes and boundary rivers of the Common­
wealth,'' as amended by the act, approved the seven-
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teenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred thirty­
five (Pamphlet Laws 1145), is hereby further amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 240. Unnaturalized Foreign-born Not to 
Fish.-It shall be unlawful for any unnaturalized 
foreign-born resident to go fishing for or capture or kill 
in this Commonwealth any fish of any description: 
Provided, however, That the Commissioner, with the 
approval of the Board, may issue not more than [fifty] 
one hiindred special fishing permits or complimentary 
licenses, in each year, to unnaturalized foreign-born 
persons or distinguished non-residents. Each and every 
person violating any provision of this section shall upon 
conviction thereof, in the manner provided in chapter 
fourteen of this act, be sentenced to pay a penalty of 
twenty dollars for each offense. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.

Providing for and regulating the annexation of parts of a second 
class township to boroughs, cities and townships. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Whenever the annexation of territory in 
a second class township to a borough, city or township 
is desired, a majority of the freeholders in the proposed 
annexed territory shall petition the borough, city or 
township requesting the annexation. The determination 
of the required number of petitioners shall be made as 
of the date the petition is presented to the borough or 
city *or township. The petition shall be accompanied 
by a fee of one hundred fifty dollars ($150) and shall 
be approved or disapproved by ordinance of said bor­
ough, city or township. The said sum shall be applied 
to the purpose expressed in section 8 hereof and shall 
be returned to the petitioners if found unnecessary for 
the purpose. 

A copy of the petition, without the signatures, shall 
be filed with the supervisors of the township concerned 
prior to its presentation to the city, borough or township, 
and a certification of such filing shall be signed by at 
least one signer of the petition and be attached to the 
petition when presented to the city, borough or township.
