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Section 412. Compensation of Election Officers.—

{b) In counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth, sev-
enth, and eighth classes, the compensation of judges, in-
spectors, clerks and machine inspectors in districts using
voting machines shall befixed bythe county board of elec-
tions of the county at not less than the following : judges
of *election, [seven dollars fifty cents ($7.50)] fen
dollars ($10); inspectors and clerks, [six dollars ($6)]
etght dollars ($8); and machine operators, [five dollars
($5)] sizx dollars ($6) ; and not more than the following:
judges of election, twenty dollars ($20) ; inspectors and
clerks, seventeen dollars fifty cents ($17.50); and ma-
chine operators, fifteen dollars ($15); for each primary
and election. In districts using voting machines the
county board of elections may, in its discretion, establish
different per diem rates within the above mentioned
minima and maxima based on the number of votes cast
for the following groups: 150 votes or less, 151 to 500
votes, 501 to 1000 votes, over 1000 votes. In every elec-
tion district using paper ballots in such counties, the
compensation of judges, inspectors and clerks shall be
fixed by the county board of elections of the county at
not less than six dollars ($6) nor more than ten dollars
($10) for each primary and election. In any election
district using paper ballots in such counties in which
more than one hundred votes are cast at any primary
or election all such officers and clerks shall each receive
additional compensation at the rate of two dollars ($2)
for each one hundred votes, or fraction thereof, cast after
the first one hundred votes [ : Provided, That in distriets
using paper ballots no judge of elections shall receive
more than twenty-seven dollars fifty cents ($27.50) for
any primary or election, nor shall any inspector or clerk
receive more than twenty-five dollars ($25) for any pri-
mary or election].

To amend the act, approved the fourteenth day of January, one
thousand nine hundred fifty-two (1951-1952, Pamphlet Laws
1898), entitled “An act to provide for the better protection of
life and health of the citizens of this Commonwealth by re-
quiring and regulating the examination, licensure and regis-
tration of persons and registration of corporations engaging in

the care, preparation and disposition of the bodies of deceased
persons, and providing penalties; providing for a State Board
of Funeral Directors in the Department of Health; and re-
pealing other laws,” by extending the effective date within
which students preparing for licensure under prior laws may
take examination; and regulating pre-need funeral services
contracts.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The last paragraph of section 3 of the act,
approved the fourteenth day of January, one thousand
nine hundred fifty-two (1951-1952, Pamphlet Laws
1898), entitled ‘‘An act to provide for the better pro-
tection of life and health of the citizens of this Com-
monwealth by requiring and regulating the examination,
licensure and registration of persons and registration of
corporations engaging in the care, preparation and dis-
position of the bodies of deceased persons, and providing
penalties; providing for a State Board of Funeral Di-
rectors in the Department of Health ; and repealing other
laws,”’ is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 3. Application for License; Qualifications of
Applicants.—

(h) Any person, having the qualifications preseribed
by subsection (b) of this section, registered as a student
apprentice under the provisions of existing law or en-
rolled as a student in a school of embalming prior to the
[effective date of this act] first day of January, one
thousand nine hundred fifty-three, and who has con-
tinuously thereafter served as a student apprentice or
continued his studies in a school of embalming, or either,
shall be entitled to take the examination for license to
practice as a funeral director after he has had practical
experience in the business or profession of funeral direct-
ing for two years continuously as a resident trainee and
has completely embalmed at least twenty-five (25) bodies.

Section 2. Section 13 of said act is hereby amended
by adding, at the end thereof, a new subsection to read
as. follows:

Section 13. Practice Without License ; Exceptions.—

(¢) No person other than a licensed funeral director
shall, directly or indirectly, or through an agent, offer
to or enter into a contract with a living person to render
fumeral services to such person when needed. If any
such licensed funeral director shall accept any money
for such contracts, he shall, forthwith, either deposit the
same in an escrow account in, or transfer the same in
trust to, a banking institution in this Commonwealth,
conditioned upon its withdrawal or disbursement only
for the purposes for which such money was accepted.
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This subsection does mot apply to a contract by a bona
fide institution that it will provide professional funeral
services for persons who may die while inmates of the
institution, +f such contract is made as a part of its
contract for housing, maintaining end caring for its
inmates.

Section 3. This act shall become effective immediately
upon final enactment.

To add subsection (5) to section 2 of the act, approved the
twenty-fourth day of July, one thousand nine hundred thirteen
(Pamphlet Laws 965), entitled “An act defining commodities;
regulatmg the sale thereof and providing penalties for violation
hereof,” by providing for the transportation, sale and delivery
of manure.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 2 of the act, approved the twenty-
fourth day of July, one thousand nine hundred thirteen
(Pamphlet Laws 965), entitled ‘‘An act defining com-
modities; regulating the sale thereof; and providing
penalties for violation hereof,”’ as last amended by the
act, approved the fourteenth day of January, one thou-
sand nine hundred fifty-two (Pamphlet Laws 1991), is
hereby further amended by adding, after subsection (4)
thereof, a new subsection to read as follows:

Section2. * * & & o

(5) No person shall sell, transport over a public high-
way, deliver or cause to be delivered or to be started out
for delivery, in a vehicle or vehicle and trailer, any type
of manure, unless said vehicle or vehicle and trailer is
accompanied by a cerlificate of weight. Such manure
shall be weighed at the point of origin or at the nearest
scale location to the point of origin by a competent per-
son, and on accurate scales suitable for weighing the tare
and gross wetght of the vehicle or vehicle and trailer
transporting the manure and which has been tested and
approved for accuracy by an official empowered by law
to test such scales. All certificates of weight shall be
serially numbered and the copies thereof shall bear the
same serial number as the original, and shall show the
name and address of the seller, the name and address of
purchaser, the license number of the vehicle and trailer,
the date and hour when weighed, and the stgnature of
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
