.AN .ACT 

Providing that when a vacancy in any elective office of any 
political subdivision is filled by appointment, the appointing 
authority shall give notice of the appointment to the county 
election board. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Whenever a vacancy in an elective office 
of any political subdivision is filled by the appointment 
of an officer, as provided by law, the appointing author­
ity, if not a court of record, shall, within ten days after 
making the appointment, send written notice of the 
appointment to the county board of elections, naming 
the office in which the vacancy is being filled, giving the 
name and address of the person appointed, and the name 
of the person who was the last incumbent of the office. 

Where a court of record fills any such vacancy by a 
court order, a copy of the court order shall be sent to the 
election board by the clerk of the court in lieu of the 
written notice herein prescribed. 

Section 2. Any person wilfully failing to perform the 
duty imposed upon him by this act shall be liable to a 
penalty of twenty-five dollars, for the use of the county, 
to be collectible in the same manner as like penalties are 
collected.

To amend section three hundred four of the act, approved the 
third day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven 
(Pamphlet Laws 1225), entitled "An act concerning game and 
other wild birds and wild animals; and amending, revising, 
consolidating, and changing the law relating thereto," by pro­
viding for additional complimentary hunting licenses. 

The General .Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 304 of the act, approved the third 
day of June, one thousand nine hundred thirty-seven 
(Pamphlet Laws 1225), entitled ".An act concerning 
game and other wild birds and wild animals; and amend­
ing revising, consolidating, and changing the law relat­
ing' thereto,'' is hereby amended to read as follows : 
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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 304. Complimentary Nonresident Licenses.­
The commission is hereby authorized to issue annually 
not to exceed [twenty~five] one hundred complimentary 
hunting licenses, with either a tag or a button bearing 
the same number as the license, to any of the following 
persons: (a) The Chief Executive of the United States; 
(b) the governor of any state ; ( c) to authorized repre­
sentatives of the conservation departments of other 
states; ( d) to Federal officials engaged in conservation 
work; ( e) to authorized officials of national conservation 
organizations; and (f) to conservation officials of any 
foreign country or major subdivision thereof. 

Such licenses shall be issued without fee, and shall be 
in such form as the commission may determine. 

Section 2. The provisions of this act shall become 
effective immediately upon final enactment.
