AN ACT 

To amend section 1 of the act, approved the fifth day of May, 
one thousand nine hundred twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 787), 
entitled "An act *establishing certain public roads as State 
highways, and providing for their construction and maintenance 
at the expens!l of the Commonwealth," by deleting Route 676. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 1 of the act, approved the fifth day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-seven (Pam­
phlet Laws 787), entitled "An act establishing certain 
public roads as State highways, and providing for their 
construction and maintenance at the expense of the 
Commonwealth,'' is hereby amended by deleting Route 
676, as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the following 
various sections of public roads shall respectively be 
adopted by the Commonwealth as State highways, to be 
constructed and maintained at the expense of the Com­
monwealth under the provisions of present or future 
laws governing main State highways, that is to say:

[Route number six hundred and seventy-six. Com­

mencing at a point in State highway route number one 
hundred and sixty-eight in the borough of Dunmore, 
Lackawanna County; and running thence along the 
property and with the consent of the Board of Trustees 
of the Pennsylvania State Oral School for Deaf, partly 
over the property of said school, to the city line of 
Scranton.]

To further amend the act, approved the tenth day of March, one 
thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), entitled 
"An act relating to the public school system, including certain 
provisions applicable as well to private and parochial schools; 
amending, revising, consolidating and changing the laws re­
lating thereto," by placing Commonwealth reimbursements on 
account of instruction on the basis of resident pupils attending 
public schools of the district and schools operated by joint 
boards of which the di.strict of residence is a member; pro-

portionately increasing Commonwealth reimbursements on ac­
count of tuition and paymenU! by school district.a for pupils 
attending in other districts; and limiting supplemental pay­
ments to districts of the third and fourth cl.Ms and to other 
districts heretofore approved. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 2502 and subsection (a) of section 
2503 of the act, approved the tenth day of March, one 
thousand nine hundred forty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 30), 
entitled "An act relating to the public school system, 
including certain provisions applicable as well to private 
and parochial schools; amending, revising, consolidating 
and changing the laws relating thereto,'' as last amended 
by the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of Decem­
ber, one thou:sand nine hundred fifty-one (Pamphlet 
Laws 1783), are hereby further amended to read as fol­
lows: 

Section 2502. Payments on Account of Instruction.­
( a) Every school district and every vocational school 
district shall be paid by the Commonwealth on account 
of the instruction of [all] pupils [in average daily mem­
bership in the district's public schools, joint elementary 
schools and joint high schools], an amount to be deter­
mined by multiplying the number of teaching units [, 
ba:sed on the number of all pupils in average daily mem­
bership in the district's public schools, joint elementary 
schools and joint high schools] by the district's standard 
reimbur:semeut fraction; and for the school year 1!:150-
1951 by three thousand eight hundred fifty dollars 
($3850) ; for the school year 1951-1952 by four thousand 
doliars ( $4000) ; for the school year 1952-1953 by four 
thou:sand three hundred dollars ($4300); for the school 
year 1953-1954 by four thousand five hundred dollars 
($4500); for the school year 1954-1955 by four thou­
sand seven hundred dollars ($4700); for the school year 
1955-1956 by four thousand nine hundred dollars 
($4900); for the school year 1956-1957 by five thousand 
one hundred dollars ($5100); for the school year 1957-
195/:i by live thou:>and three hundred dollars ($5300); 
for the school year l!J58-1959 and for each school year 
thereafter by five thousand five hundred dollars ($5500) 
[:Provided, That the amount of payment to be made by 
the Commonwealth to any school district during the 
school year 1951-1952 and 1952-1953 for the school years 
1950-1951 and 1951-1952 on account of the instruction 
of pupils under the provisions of this section shall not be 
less than the amount paid to the district during the 
school year 1949-1950 on account of the instruction of 
pupil:>: Provided further, That if the number of teaching 
umts in any school district for the school year 1950-1951 
or 1951-1952 is less than the number of teaching units 
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for the school year 1948-1949 the payment by the Com­
monwealth shall be reduced proportionately]. For the 
school year 1952-1953, teaching units shall be ba.~ed on 
the number of all pupils in average daily member~hip 
in the di.~trict's public schools, joint elementary schools 
and joint high schools. For the school year 1953-1.954, 
and each school year thereafter, teaching units shall be 
based on the mtmber of all pupils who are residents of 
the .~cn.ool di.~trict in average daily member.~hip in the 
district's public schools and in elementary .~rhools and 
high schools operated by joint boards of which the dis­
trict of re.Wfllnce is a member. 

(b) In aiMition to the payments bPreinhPfore spPci­
:fied. thP following Fmpplemental payments l'!ba 11 be marle 
to th!' district of rPsirlence on ac<'ount of pupils enrolli•d 
in elPmPntary R<'hools or hil?h schools opPratprl hy joint 
boarils of whirh the district of rPsiil.Pnce is a mrmhPr and 
pupils f'nrolled in schools operated by union or merged 
di<itricts: 

(1) In the casp of joint elPmPntary Rc>hoolR. tivf' hnn­
drf'il ilollarR ($!500) per tPaching unit mnltipliPd hy the 
stanrlard reimbursement fraction of the district o'f resi­
dence. 

(2) In the caRe of joint high Rrhools. fivp hirnilrPd 
dollaTR ($l'i00) ppr tP1tcbin1r unit multipliPil by thP stand­
ard rf'imbnrsf'rnf'nt fraction of the diRtri<'t of rf'siilf'nce. 

(3) In the cSRe of f'lemf'ntary schools opnatPil hy 
union or mngeil ilistrirts. ei1?ht hnnrlrf'il ilollars ($ROO) 
per tPa<'hing nnit m11ltiplied by the district's standard 
reimhnTRf'mPnt fraction. 

( 4) In thP ease of hi1rh schools opf'ratPil hy union or 
merl?Pil rlistrirts. eii?ht hundred ilollars ($800) pPr tParh­
in1r unit m111tiplied by the district's standard reimburse­
ment fraction. 

In all rases, thP. supplemental paymf'nts RflPCifiPd in 
thP forPg'Oinl!' Rhllll be made only for or1?anizations ap­
provPd by the DepartmPnt of Public Irn1trurtion. After 
the J:chnol ymr 1953-1.954, payments required btl this 
sub.vctinn ,,hall be paid only to disfricfa of the third and 
f 01.trt'h cla.,.v and to such other di.~tricts a., nave been 
approved by the T>epartment of Public Instruction prior 
to the effective date of this amendment. 

(c) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this 
section, when, because of sparsity of popnlation, road or 
climatic conditions, or lack of otht>r available hil?h school 
facilities, the State Council of Education has approved 
the continued operation of a small high school. th!' dis­
trict shall receive an amount basPd on a numbn of tPach­
ing units eq11a1 to the number of tPa<'hers approvPrl by 
the State Council of Education as bein~ requirPd to 
provide a satisfactory educational program in such 
school, provided that the number of teachers employed 
ia not less than the number approved. 
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Clauses (2) and 
( 3) of section 
2561, said act,

217, further 
amended.

For no year shall any school district or vocational 
school district receive less than the minimum subsidy 
per teaching unit. 

Section 2503. Payments on Account of Tuition.­
( a) Each school district, regardless of classification, 
sending pupils to another school district or vocational 
school district or to a joint school, approved by the 
Department o'f Public Instruction, shall be paid by the 
Commonwealth for every school year, on account of 
tuition, an amount to be determined by multiplying the 
sum of "overhead cost per pupil" and "instruction cost 
per elementary pupil" or "instruction cost per high 
school pupil,'' as the case may be, as defined in section 
two thousand five hundred sixty-one of this act, or in 
the case of district pupils attending a school not located 
in this Commonwealth, on the basis of a reasonable tui­
tion charge per pupil to be determined by the Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction ( i) by the number of dis­
trict pupils sent to schools of other districts or to joint 
schools; and (ii) by the district's standard reimburse­
ment fraction; and (iii) for tuition up to and including 
the school year 1948-1949 by seventy-five-one-hundredths 
(.75), and thereafter by eighty-five-one-hundredths 
(.85) ; and (iv) as to the payments made for the school 
year 1952-1953 only, but not thereafter, subtracting from 
the amount so obtained, the per pupil State appropria­
tion paid to the district where the pupil attends school 
multiplied by the number of pupils. 

Section 2. Clauses (2) and (3) o'f section 2561 of 
said act, as last amended by the act, approved the twelfth 
day of April, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one (Pam­
phlet Laws 217), are hereby further amended to read 
as follows: 

Section 2561. Tuition Charges for Pupils of Other 
Districts.-A school district or vocational school district 
receiving elementary or high school pupils or vocational 
or other extension education pupils who are residents 
of another school district or another vocational school 
district shall compute the tuition charges as follows: 

• • • • • 
(2) Elementary Tuition Charge. Add the salaries of 

supervisors, principals, clerks, assistants and teachers 
employed in the receiving district's elementary schools, 
the district's contribution to the retirement fund on 
behalf of teachers, supervisors and principals employed 
in the district's elementary schools, the cost of textbooks, 
and supplies of the second class used in the district's 
elementary schools, and divide the sum so obtained by 
the total number of pupils in average daily membership 
in the receiving district's elementary schools. The quo­
tient so obtained shall be designated as the ''instruction 
cost per elementary pupil." Add to the instruction cost 
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per elementary pupil, the overhead cost per pupil and a 
rental charge of eight dollars ($8) per pupil for the use 
of the receiving district's school plant. [Deduct] For 
the school years 1952-1953 and 1953-1954 only, but not 
thereafter, deduct from the amount so obtained the per 
pupil State appropriation on account of elementary 
school teaching units. The cost so determined shall be 
the ''tuition charge per elementary pupil.'' 

(3) High School Tuition Charge. Add the salaries of 
supervisors, principals, clerks, assistants and teachers 
employed in the receiving district's high schools, the 
district's contribution to the retirement fund on behalf 
of teachers, supervisors and principals employed in the 
district's high schools; the cost of textbooks and supplies 
of the second class used in the district's high schools, and 
divide the sum so obtained by the total number of pupils 
in average daily membership in the receiving district's 
high schools. The quotient so obtained shall be desig­
nated as the "instruction cost per high school pupil." 
Add to the instruction cost per high school pupil the 
overhead cost per pupil and a rental charge of ten dol­
lars ($10) per pupil for the use of the receiving dis­
trict's school plant. [Deduct] For the school years 
1952-1953 and 1953-1954 only, but not thereafter, deduct 
from the amount so obtained the per pupil State appro­
priation on account o'f high school teaching units. The 
cost so determined shall be the "tuition charge per high 
school pupil." 

Section 3. The proVIs1ons of this act shall become 
effective on the first Monday of July, one thousand nine 
hundred fifty-three.

To amend section. 4 of the act, approved the first day of May, 
one thousand nme hundred fifty-three (Act No. 10), entitled 
"An act authorizing fiduciaries to receive compensation from 
trust principal before the end of their service and before the 
end of their trusts, and providing for allowances of com­
pensation ~o fiduci~ries out of ~rust income or trust principal 
or both, either durmg the contmuance or at the end of their 
trusts," by excepting from the provisions of the act certain 
trusts created by cemetery lot owners.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn- Fiduciaries, 
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 
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
