AN ACT

To amend section 1 of the act, approved the twenty-eighth day
of June, one thousand nine hundred forty-seven (Pamphlet
Laws 983), entitled “An act to ascertain and appoint the fees
to be received by the several prothonotaries of the courts of
common pleas of the Commonwealth in counties of the third,
fourth, fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; to provide the
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time of paying the same; and to repeal all acts inconsistent

herewith,” by increasing certain filing fees and providing for

additional fees.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. So much as fixes fees for entering judg-
ments and satisfactions of section 1 of the act, approved
the twenty-eighth day of June, one thousand nine hun-
dred forty-seven (Pamphlet Laws 983), entitled ‘‘An
act to ascertain and appoint the fees to be received by
the several prothonotaries of the courts of common pleas
of the Commonwealth in counties of the third, fourth,
fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth classes; to provide the
time of paying the same; and to repeal all acts incon-
sistent herewith,”’ is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. The fees to be received by the several pro-
thonotaries of the courts of common pleas of this Com-
monwealth in counties of the third, fourth, fifth, sixth,
seventh and eighth classes shall be as follows:
