Section 7. All letters of attorney heretofore recorded
in the recorder of deeds office relating to instruments
and judgments filed in the prothonotary’s office shall be
copied and certified by the recorder of deeds and filed
in the prothonotary’s office, as provided in this act,
together with a notation as to the page and volume
number of their original recordation in the recorder of
deeds office.

Section 8, The prothonotary shall be compensated
for his services by charging a fee of two dollars and fifty
cents ($2.50) for filing of letters of attorney, and a fee
of one dollar and fifty cents ($1.50) for the filing of
revocations thereof.

Section 9. Any prothonotary or recorder of deeds who
shall hereafter fail to comply with the provisions of this
act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor in office, and shall,
upon conviction thereof, be sentenced to pay a fine not
exceeding five hundred dollars ($500).

Section 10. The provisions of this act shall become
effective on the first day of January, one thousand nine
hundred fifty-four.
