Section 523. Educational Television—(a) The board
of school directors of any school district may enter into
an agreement or agreements with one or more school
districts and/or with other educational institutions or
agencies and/or with non-profit organizations for the
joint operation of an educational television station, at
no expense to the Commonwealth.

(b) The board of school directors of any school dis-
trict may enter into a contract with commercial tele-
casters or with mon-profit organizations, or both, for
television broadcasts, at no expense to the Common-
wealth.

Providing for a referendum to determine the will of the electorate
with respect to calling a constitutional convention, and requir~
ing action by the General Assembly of 1955 in the event of
approval.

Constitutional The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:



SESSION OF 1953.

Seection 1. At the municipal election in the year one
thousand nine hundred fifty-three, there shall be sub-
mitted, in the manner provided by the election laws of
the Commonwealth, a question to determine the will of
the electorate of the Commonwealth in regard to a con-
stitutional convention. Such question shall be in the
following form:

Do you favor the preparation by Yes
a convention of a new constitu-
tion subjeet to ratification by a
vote of the people? No

The question shall be printed on the official and speci-
men ballots or on separate official ballots in bound form
by the county board of elections in each county, and a
sufficient number of ballots shall be furnished to the
election officers in each election district of every county
so that one ballot may be supplied to each voter at such
election. In districts where voting machines are used,
such question shall appear on the face of the machine,
where the machine is properly equipped for such
purposes.

The results of such election shall be tabulated by the
proper election officers of each county and the results
thereof certified to the Secretary of the Commonwealth.

If a majority of those voting on the question vote in
favor of the preparation of a new constitution, the
General Assembly, at its regular session in 1955, shall
provide by legislation for the selection of delegates to
the constitutional econvention, for the time and place of
holding the same, for the organization and conduet of
the convention, and for the submission of the eonstitu-
tion agreed on by it to the electors of the Commonwealth
for their approval or rejection.

Section 2. This aet shall become effective imme-
diately upon its final enactment.
