AN ACT 

Amending the act of June twenty-fourth, one thousand nine 
hundred thirty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 872), entitled "An act to 
consolidate, amend and revise the penal laws of the Common­
wealth,'' prohibiting the abandonment of refrigerators and 
iceboxes from which doors have not been removed. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The act of June twenty-fourth, one thou­
sand nine hundred thirty-nine (Pamphlet Laws 872), 
known as ''The Penal Code'' is amended by adding 
after section 699.7 a new section to read: 

Section 699.8. Refrigerators and Iceboxes.-Who­
ever discards or abandons in any place accessible to 
children any refrigerator or icebox having a capacity 
of one and one-half cubic feet or more with an attached 
lid or door, or being the owner, lessee or manager of 
any place accessible to children knowingly permits an 
abandoned or discarded refrigerator, icebox or chest to 
remain there with an attached lid or door is guilty of 
a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof, shall be 
sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding fifty dollars ($50), 
or undergo imprisonment not exceeding thirty days, or 
both. A violation of this act shall not in itself render 
a person guilty of manslmtghter, battery or other crime 
against a person who may suffer death or injury from 
entrapment in an icebox or refrigerator.
