Section 1706. Joint School Treasurer.—The treasurer
of each joint school or department shall give an approved
bond to the several districts establishing the same, to be
filed with president of any one of the boards of school
directors establishing such joint school or department.
The account of such treasurer shall be audited in the
same manner and by the same auditors as his acecount
as treasurer of the school district is audited, or in the
discretion of the joint board or joint school commitiee
by three auditors selected by the board or commitiee from
among the total number of auditors of all the member
districts.
