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nine hundred fifty-three (Pamphlet Laws 1169), is
amended to read:

Seetion 2561. Tuition Charges for Pupils of Other
Distriets.—A school district or voeational school district
receiving elementary or high school pupils or vocational
or other extension education pupils who are residents
of another school district or another vocational school
distriet shall compute the tuition charges as follows:

* * * * *

(3) High School Tuition Charge. Add the salaries of
supervisors, principals, clerks, assistants and teachers
employed in the receiving district’s high schools, the
distriet’s contribution to the retirement fund on behalf
of teachers, supervisors and prineipals employed in the
distriet’s high schools, the cost of textbooks and supplies
of the second class used in the distriet’s high schools,
and divide the sum so obtained by the total number of
pupils in average daily membership in the receiving
distriet’s high schools. The quotient so obtained shall
be designated as the ‘‘instruction cost per high sehool
pupil.”” Add to the instruction cost per high school
pupil the overhead cost per pupil and a rental charge cf
[ten dollars ($10)] eighteen dollars ($18) per pupil for
the use of the receiving district’s school plant. For the
school years 1952-1953 and 1953-1954 only, but not there-
after, deduct from the amount so obtained the per pupil
State appropriation on aceount of high school teaching
units. The cost so determined shall be the ‘‘tuition
charge per high school pupil.”’

AN ACT

Authorizing the Department of Property and Supplies, with the
approval of the Governor, to sell and convey 84.69 acres, more
or less, of land, situate in Butler Township, Adams County.
The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-

sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. The Department of Property and Sud-
plies, with the approval of the Governor, is herehy
authorized on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania, to sell at public sale to the highest bidder, the
following deseribed traet of land situate in the Township
of Butler, County of Adams and Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania, bounded and described as follows; to wit:

Beginning at a point in a public road on a line of
Frank Newell a23 Herbert H. & Jesse F'. Deckert, which
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point is ascertained by measuring along a line in said
road from an angle in said road at the intersection of
the land of Bert Carey and Frank Newell, south 35

Section 3. All moneys received from the sale of the
land shall be deposited in the General Fund.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.
