Amending the act of June twenty-three, one thousand nine hun-
dred thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 932), entitled “An act relating
to cities of the third class: and amending, revising, and con-
solidating the law relating thereto,” further providing for
appropriations by such cities to official police pension funds.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvapia hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section four thousand three hundred five,
act of June twenty-three, one thousand nine hundred
thirty-one (Pamphlet Laws 932), known as ‘‘The Third
Class City Code,”’ as reenacted and amended Jurne
twenty-eight, one thousand nine hundred fifty-one (Pam-
phlet Laws 662), is amended to read:

Section 4305. Payments to Pension Funds by City.-—
There shall be paid annually to the organization or asso-
ciation, constituting and having in charge the distribution
of police pension funds in every ecity, a sum of money
[not] sufficient to meet the requirements of and to main-
tain such police pension fund which sum in no year shall
be less than one-half of one per centum, nor more then
{one] two per centum of all eity taxes levied by the city,
other than taxes levied to pay interest on or extinguish
the debt of the city or any part thereof.

Section 2. This act shall take effect January 1, 1956.
