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rates are so levied, they shall be uniform as to all real 
estate within each such classification; and such rates 
shall be determined by the requirements of the city 
budget as approved by council.

on domestic and foreign corporations, joint-stock associations, 
partnerships and companies and changing the gross receipts 
fraction in the franchise tax. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section twenty-one of the act of June one, 
one thousand eight hundred eighty-nine (Pamphlet 
Laws 420), entitled "A further supplement to an aet 
entitled 'An act to provide revenue by taxation,' ap­
proved the seventh day of June, Anno Domini one thou­
sand eight hundred and seventy-nine," as amended 
September twenty-seven, one thousand nine hundred 
fifty-five (Pamphlet Laws 643), is amended to read: 

Section 21. (a) That every domestic corporation 
other than corporations of the first class, non-pro£.t 
corporations, and cooperative agricultural associations 
not having capital stock and not conducted for profit, 
and every joint-stock association, limited partnership, 
and company whatsoever, from which a report is required 
under the twentieth section hereof, shall be subject te>, 
and pay into the treasury of the Commonwealth annu-
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
