AN ACT

Amending the act of April nine, one thousand nine hundred
twentv-nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), entitled “An act providing
for and reorganizing the conduct of the executive and adminis-
trative work of the Commonwealth by the Executive Depart-
ment thereof and the administrative departments, boards,
commissions, and ofticers thereof. jncludmg the boards of
trustees of State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges;
abohishing, creating, rcorgamziug or authorizing the reorguniza-
tion of certain administrative departments, boards, and commis-
sions; defining the powers and duties of the Governor and
other exccutive and administrative officers, and of the several
adnministrative departinents, boards, commissions, and officers;
fixing the salaries of the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, and
certain other executive and administrative officers: providing
for the appointment of certain administrative officers, and of
all deputies and other assistants and employes in certain depart-
ments, boards, and commissions; and preseribing the manner
in which the number and compensation of the deputies and all
other assistants and employes of certain departments, boards
and commissions shall be determined,” requiring the Depart-
ment of Labor and Industry to anpually inspect emergency
lighting systems, sprinkler systems, and fire alarm systems, in
all buildings owned or operated by the Commonwealth.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania herety enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section two thousand two hundred two,
act of April nine, one thousand nine hundred twenty-
nine (Pamphlet Laws 177), known as ‘‘The Administra-
tive Code of 1929,”’ is amended by adding, at the end
thereof, a new clause to read:

Section 2202. Inspection and Administration.—The
Department of Labor and Industry shall have the
power, and its duty shall be:
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(i) To annually inspect emergency lighting systems,
sprinkler systems, and fire alarm systems, in all butldings
owned or operated by the Commonwealth, and to report
the respective gperating conditions thereof to the de-
partments of the Commonwealth having jurisdiction
of the buildings.
