or trust company or any party in interest, may apply
to the orphans’ court of the county in which the principal
office of the institution is located for the. approval of a
plan of liquidation. Thereupon, the court, after such
hearing and such motice as it shall direct, shall approve
such plan or enter such order as seems fitting and proper
under the circumstances having due regard for the in-
terest of all participating accounts.

(h) Application of Amendment. The provisions of
this act shall be applicable to mortgage investment funds
heretofore or hereafter created.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:
