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such hearing shall be published at least once each week
for three consecutive weeks in a newspaper of general
circulation in the field of operation of the Authority, the
time of the hearing to be at least ten days from the last
publication of notice. The notice shall deseribe that
portion of the redevelopment area affected by the pro-
posal by boundaries and by city block, street and house
number. The redevelopment proposal with such maps,
plans, contracts or other documents as form part of said
proposal, together with the recommendation, if any, of
the planning commission and supporting data shall be
available for public inspection for at least ten days prior
to the hearing.

At the hearing the governing body shall afford an op-
portunity to all persons or agencies interested to be
heard and shall receive, make known and consider recom-
mendations in writing with reference to the redevelop-
ment proposal.

Section 4. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT

Amending the act of April 12, 1951 (P. L. 90), entitled “An act
relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed bev-
erages; amending, revising, consolidating and changing the
laws relating thereto; regulating and restricting the manufac-
ture, purchase, sale, possession, consumption, importation, trans-
portation, furnishing, holding in bond, holding in storage, traffic
in and use of alcoholic liquors, alcohol and malt and brewed
beverages and the persons engaged or employed therein; defin-
ing the powers and duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control
Board; providing for the establishment and operation of State
liquor stores, for the payment of certain license fees to the re-
spective municipalities and townships, for the abatement of
certain nuisances and, in certain cases, for search and seizure
without warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures; provid-
ing for local option, and repealing existing laws” permitting
liquor licensees to elect to operate under daylight saving time
when such time is generally being observed in that municipality.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn-
sylvania hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Section 406, act of April 12, 1951 (P. L.
90), known as the ‘‘Liquor Code,’’ is amended to read:

Qection 406. Sales by Liquor Licensees; Restrictions.
—Every hotel, restaurant or club liquor licensee may sell
liquor and malt or brewed beverages by the glass, open
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bottle or other container, and in any mixture, for cou-
sumption only in that part of the hotel or restaurant
habitually used for the serving of food to guests or
patrons, and in the case of hotels, to guests, and in the
case of clubs, to members, in their private rooms in the
hotel or club. No club licensee nor its officers, servants,
agents or employes, other than one holding a catering
license, shall sell any liquor or malt or brewed beverages
to any person except a member of the club. No club
holding a catering license nor its officers, servants, agents
or employes shall sell on *Sunday to nonmembers any
liquor or malt or brewed beverages. In the case of a
restaurant located in a hotel which is not operated by
the owner of the hotel and which is licensed to sell liquor
under this act, liquor and malt or brewed beverages may
be sold for consumption in that part of the restaurant
habitually used for the serving of meals to patrons and
also to guests in private guests rooms in the hotel.

**Hotel, restaurant and public service liquor licensees,
their servants, agents or employes may sell liquor and
malt or brewed beverages only after seven o’clock ante-
meridian of any week day and until two o’clock ante-
meridian of the following day, and shall not sell on
Sunday or after two o’clock antemeridian on any day on
which a general, municipal, special or primary election is
being held until one hour after the time fixed by law for
closing the polls. No club licensee or its servants, agents
or employes may sell liquor or malt or brewed beverages
between the hours of three o’clock antemeridian and
seven o’clock antemeridian on any day.

Any hotel, restaurant, club or public service liquor
licensee may, by given notice to the board, advance by
one hour the hours herein prescribed as those during
which liquor and malt or brewed beverages may be sold
during such part of the year when daylight saving time
is being observed generally in the municipality n which
the place of business of such licensee is located. Any
licensee who elects to operate his place of business in
accordance with daylight saving time shall post @ con-
spicuous notice in his place of business that he is operat-
ing m accordance with daylight saving time.

Section 2. This act shall take effect i1mmediately.
