act for the exercise of the right of eminent domain,

(s) To charge the cost of construction of any sewer
or water main constructed by the Authority against the
properties benefited, improved or accommodated thereby
aceording to the foot front rule. Such charges shall be
based upon the foot frontage of the properties so bene-
fited, and shall be a lien against such properties. Such
charges may be assessed and collected and such liens may
be enforced in the manner provided by law for the
assessment and collection of charges and the enforcement
of liens of the municipality in which such Authority is
located: Provided, That no such charge shall be assessed
unless prior to construction of such sewer or water main
the Authority shall have submitted the plan of construc-
tion and estimated cost to the municipality in which such
project is to be undertaken, and the municipality shall
have approved such plan and estimated cost: And pro-
vided further, That there shall not be charged against
the properties benefited, improved or accommodated
thereby an aggregate amount in excess of the estimated
cost as approved by the municipality.

(t) To charge a tapping fee whenever the owner of
any property connects such property with a sewer system
or water main constructed by the Authority which fee
shall be in addition to any charges assessed and collected
against such property in the construction of such sewer
or water main by the Authority or any rental charges
assessed by the Authority.
