(h) It shall be unlawful to operate any motor vehicle, 

trailer, or semi-trailer on a highway (1) during an in­
spection period, unless the motor vehicle; trailer, or 
semi-trailer has been inspected during the present or last 
preceding inspection period, and (2) after the close of 
any inspection period, unless it has been inspected during 
the last preceding inspection period, and (3) a certificate 
for the proper period furnished and displayed : Pro­
vided, That this subsection shall not apply to any vehicle 
while it is being towed to an official inspection station if 
the towing vehicle displays a certificate of inspection for 
the proper period.
