vania Fish Commission may appoint special fish war­
dens to act anywhere within the Commonwealth. Newly 
appointed special wardens (excluding reappointments) 
may have a minimum of two weeks' training by the 
commission. All special fish wardens appointed under 
the authority of this section may exercise the powers of 
their appointments until the thirty-first day of Decem­
ber next succeeding the date of their appointment and 
no longer. Special fish wardens shall have the same 
powers and shall make the same reports as is conferred 
on and required from other :fish wardens. 

Section 9. Section 273 of the act is amended to read: 
Section 273. Arrests on Sunday and Holidays. Such 

arrests may be made on Sunday or any legal holiday, 
in which case the person so arrested shall be taken be­
fore the proper officer and proceeded against on the first 
lawful day following the arrest, or he may acknowledge 
guilt and pay the penalty in fuU, as provided in section 
279 of the act to which this is an amendment.

AN ACT 

Authorizing the Department of Highways to conduct a study and 
survey to determine the advisability of constructing a highway 
in Chester County. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. The Department of Highways is hereby 
empowered and its duty shall be to conduct a study and 
survey, at or near the intersection of routes 23 and 83, 
in Chester County west of Phoenixville to a point near 
Valley Forge, to determine the advisability of construct­
ing, as part of the State highway system, a highway 
between such points to be located south of routes 23 and 
83 over a route of approximately eight miles. In such 
study and survey due regard shall be had to the neces­
sity and importance of such a highway from a traffic 
viewpoint as well as to the consideration of cost and 
feasibility of the highway at such location.
