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in a southwesterly direction a distance of about .4 of a 
mile to Township Road 716; thence in a southerly direc­
tion over Township Road 716 a distance of about .2 of 
a mile to an intersection with Legislative Route 66004, 
in York Township, York County. 

Route 66210. Beginning at the intersection of Town­
ship Route 498 with Legislative Route 66051; thence 
along Township Route 498 in a northeasterly direction 
to Legislative Route 66094, a distance of about 2.4 miles, 
in North Codorus and West Manchester Townships, 
York County. 

Section 3. The highways established as State high­
ways under the provisions of this act may be taken over 
for construction and maintenance at any time subse­
quent to the final enactment of this act, when the same 
shall become effective, and shall be taken over not later 
than January 1, 1958.

AN ACT 

Amending the act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 723), entitled "An act 
relating to counties of the second class; amending, *revising, 
consolidating and changing the laws relating thereto," authoriz­
ing the board of county commissioners to formulate and adopt 
certain ordinances, resolutions, rules and regulations in order to 
preserve county property and to promote and preserve the 
public health, safety and welfare and fixing penalties. 

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Penn­
sylvania hereby enacts as follows: 

Section 1. Section 508, act of July 28, 1953 (P. L. 
723), known as the "Second Class County Code," is 
amended to read : 

Section 508. Ordinances and Resolutions.-(a) The 
board of commissioners may adopt resolutions and ordi­
nances prescribing the manner in which powers of the 
county shall be carried out and generally regulating the 
affairs of the county. 

(b) The board of county commissioners may formu­
late and adopt ordinances, resolutions, rules and regula­
tions, pertaining to the use of any property owned or 
used by the county and the cond1tct of persons in, on or 
aboitt such county property, in order to preserve such 
property and to promote and preserve the p1"blic health, 
safety and welfare. The rules and regulations shall be 
published, promulgated and become effective in the 
same manner as other resolutions and ordinamces of the 
county.
