of council.

Section 1. ClauseXLII, of section1202, act of May
4, 1927 (P. L. 519), known as “The Borough Code,”
réenactedandamendedJuly 10, 1947 (P. L. 1621) and
amendedJuly 19, 1951 (P. L. 1026),is amendedto read:

Section 1202. Specific Powers.—Thepowers of the
boroughshall be vestedin the corporateofficers. They
shall have power:
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XLII. Appropriations to Organizationsof Veterans
and AmericanGold Star Mothers.—Toappropriatean-
nually a sum not exceedingfive hundreddollars to be
divided in such amounts as council deemsproper to
organizationscomposedof veteransof any war in which
the United Stateswas engagedor the American Gold
Star Mothers’ Organization, to aid in defraying the
expensesof MemorialDay, Armistice Dayor anysimilar
dayhereafterprovidedfor by Stateor Federallaw. Such
paymentsshall be madeto defray actualexpensesonly.
Beforeany paymentis. madethe organizationreceiving
the same shall submit verified accountsof its expendi-
tures.
