further amended.  Qootion 599-A. Special School Police.—Upon request
of the board of school directors of the school district of
the township, the board of township supervisors, by reso-
lution, may appoint special school police, who shall have
the duty of controlling and directing traffic at or near
schools, and who ‘shall be in uniform and shall display
a badge or other sign of authority, and who shall be
vested with all the power of local police officers. Such
police shall serve at the pleasure of the board of town-
ship supervisors, and shall not come within the civil
service provisions of this act, [Their compensation shall
be fixed and paid by the board of school directors] nor
shall they be eligible to join any police pension fund
maintained for the township police. Their compensation
shall be fixzed by the board of township supervisors and
they shall be paid by the board of township supervisors,
or jointly by the board of township supervisors and the
board of school directors in a ratio to be determined by
the two boards.
